THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the United
States of America, (hereinafter referred to individually as “Party” or
collectively as "the Parties");

CONSIDERING the importance of science and technology for their
economic and social development;

RECOGNIZING that the Parties are pursuing research and technological
activities in a number of areas of common interest, and that participation in
each other's research and development activities on a basis of reciprocity
will provide mutual benefits;

DESIRING to establish a formal basis for cooperation in scientific and
technological research that will extend and strengthen the conduct of
cooperative activities in areas of common interest and to encourage the
application of the results of such cooperation to their economic and social
benefit;

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 1
Purpose

The Parties shall encourage, develop and facilitate cooperative activities in
fields of common interest in which they are pursuing research and
development activities in science and technology, except those concerning
defense and national security.




ARTICLE 2
Definitions
Definitions for the purposes of this Agreement:

(a) “Cooperative activity" means any activity which the Parties undertake or
support pursuant to this Agreement;

(b) "Information" means scientific or technical data, results or methods of
research and development that stem from cooperative activities, and any
other data relating to cooperative activities;

(c) "Intellectual Property" shall include the subject matter listed in Article 2
of the Convention Establishing the World Intellectual Property Organization,
done at Stockholm on July 14, 1967, and may include other subject matter as
agreed by the Parties; and

(d) "Participants" means a Party, any other state or local government entity,
private sector entity, academic or research institution that participates in a
cooperative activity in coordination with a Party.

ARTICLE 3
Principles

Cooperative activities shall be conducted on the basis of the following
principles:

(a) Mutual benefit, based on an overall balance of advantages;

(b) Reciprocal opportunities to engage in cooperative activities;

(c) Equitable and fair treatment for the participants;

(d) Timely exchange of information that may affect cooperative activities;
and

(e) Consistency with the scientific values of freedom of inquiry, merit-based
competition, openness and transparency, accountability, and reciprocity, and
promoting protection of intellectual property, safe and inclusive research
environments, rigor and integrity in research, research security, and reducing
administrative workload.




ARTICLE 4
Areas of Cooperative Activities

(a) Priority shall be given to collaboration that can advance common goals in
science and technological research.

(b) The Parties may jointly pursue cooperative activities with third parties.

ARTICLE 5
Forms of Cooperative Activities

(a) In accordance with applicable national laws, the Parties shall foster, to
the fullest extent practicable, the involvement of participants in cooperative
activities under this Agreement with a view to providing comparable
opportunities for participation in their scientific and technological research
and development activities.

(b) Cooperative activities may take the following forms:
1. Coordinated or joint research projects;
2. Joint task forces;
3. Joint studies;
4

. Joint organization of scientific seminars, conferences, symposia and
workshops;

. Training of scientists and technical experts;
6. Exchanges or joint use of research equipment and materials;

7. Visits and exchanges of scientists, engineers or other appropriate
personnel;

8. Exchanges of scientific and technological information as well as
information on practices, laws, and programs relevant to
cooperation under this Agreement; and

9. Other forms of cooperation mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

Coordination, Facilitation and Implementation of Cooperative Activities

(a) The General Secretariat for Research & Technology of the Ministry of
Development and Investments shall coordinate and facilitate cooperative
activities under this Agreement on behalf of Greece. The Department of
State's Bureau of Oceans, International Environmental and Scientific
Aftairs, Office of Science and Technology Cooperation shall coordinate and
facilitate cooperative activities under this Agreement on behalf of the United
States. The Parties agree to consult periodically and at the request of either
Party concerning the implementation of the Agreement and the development
of their cooperation.

(b) Each Party shall also designate an Agreement Coordinator to conduct
administrative affairs and, as appropriate, to provide oversight and
coordination of activities under this Agreement.

(c) Any request by one Party for the conduct of scientific research shall be
treated as promptly as possible and in accordance with the national
legislation of the requested Party.

(d) The Parties, through their competent government agencies, may conclude
under this Agreement implementing memorandums of understanding, or
other implementing agreements or arrangements, as appropriate, in specific
areas of science, technology, and engineering. These implementing
arrangements shall cover, as appropriate, topics of cooperation, procedures
for personnel exchanges or program participants, procedures for transfer and
use of materials, equipment and funds, and other relevant issues.

(e) The Parties shall encourage and facilitate, where appropriate, the
development of direct contacts and cooperation between government
agencies, universities, research institutions, and private sector companies
and other entities of both countries. The Parties may involve other entities,
including universities, research institutions, and private sector companies in
cooperative activities under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 7

Joint Committee

(a) In carrying out the responsibilities under 6(a), the Parties shall establish a
Joint Committee to coordinate, facilitate, and review cooperative activities
under this Agreement, composed of representatives designated by the
Parties. The Joint Committee shall be co-chaired by a designated official of
the Ministry for Development and Investments of the Government of the
Hellenic Republic and a designated official of the Department of State of the
Government of the United States. The Joint Committee may hold
consultations on general science and technology issues, exchange
information, establish task forces and working groups as appropriate; consult
experts as appropriate and needed; and otherwise work to increase mutual
understanding of the Parties activities and programs related to science and
technology. The Joint Committee may meet periodically and at the
agreement of the Parties to discuss common goals and implementation of the
Agreement. In-person meetings of the Joint Committee shall alternate
between Greece and the United States, or as agreed to by the Parties.

(b) The functions of the Joint Committee may include:
1. Identifying areas of common interest;

2. Identifying areas and forms of potential cooperation and
cooperative activities;

3. Overseeing and recommending activities under the Agreement;

4. Advising the Parties on ways to enhance cooperation consistent
with the principles set out in this Agreement;

5. Facilitate the development of joint research programs and projects;

6. Reviewing the efficient and effective functioning of the
Agreement; and

7. Providing a periodic overview of the cooperative activities under
the Agreement.

(c) The Joint Committee shall, as appropriate, elaborate its own rules of
procedure, including the delineation of its own tasks and agendas, and shall
issue minutes or other documents following meetings, as appropriate.

ARTICLE 8
Funding and Legal Considerations

(a) Cooperative activities shall be subject to the availability of appropriated
funds, resources, and personnel and in accordance with applicable national
laws of the Parties.

(b) As a general rule, each Party, government agency or participant shall
bear the cost of its own personnel or participants in cooperative activities
under the Agreement. Nevertheless, one Party, or participant may decide to
pay for the cost of the other side's participants for a specific activity.

ARTICLE 9
Entry of Personnel and Equipment

(a) Each Party shall take all reasonable steps and use its best efforts, subject
to applicable laws, to facilitate entry to and exit from its territory of persons,
material, scientific and technical information and equipment involved in or
used in cooperative activities under this Agreement.

(b) Each Party shall endeavor to ensure that all participants involved in
agreed cooperative activities under this Agreement have access to facilities
and personnel within its country as needed to carry out those activities.

(c) Each Party shall, consistent with its national laws, and in the case of the
Government of the Hellenic Republic, European Union legislation, work
toward obtaining free from customs duties and value added tax import for
materials and technical equipment provided pursuant to science and
technology cooperation under this Agreement. Any customs duties and VAT
exemptions on import for materials and technical equipment granted
pursuant to this Agreement by the Government of the Hellenic Republic
shall apply only to material being imported by the following entities
operating under the laws of the Hellenic Republic: public authorities,
academic, research and technological institutions, Legal entities under
Public Law, and non-profit Legal Entities under Private Law that are
supervised by public authorities and participate in the implementation of
approved cooperative activities pursuant to the present Agreement.
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ARTICLE 10
Participation of Third Countries

Scientists, researchers, engineers, technical experts and institutions of third
countries or international organizations may be invited upon consent of both
Parties, to participate in activities carried out under the present Agreement.
The cost of such participation shall normally be borne by the third country,
unless the Parties agree otherwise in writing.

ARTICLE 11
Treatment of Information and Intellectual Property

(a) Scientific and technological information of a non-proprietary nature
resulting from cooperation under this Agreement shall be made available,
unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, to the world scientific community
through customary channels and in accordance with applicable laws of the
Parties and normal procedures of the relevant governmental agencies.

(b) The treatment of intellectual property created or furnished in the course
of cooperative activities under this Agreement is provided for in this Article
and Annex I, and shall apply to all activities conducted under this
Agreement unless agreed otherwise by the Parties in writing.

(c) The treatment of business confidential information created or furnished

in the course of cooperative activities under this Agreement is provided for

in this Article and Annex I, and shall apply to all activities conducted under
this Agreement unless agreed otherwise by the Parties in writing.

(d) Security obligations for sensitive or export-controlled information or
equipment transferred under the Agreement are provided for in Annex II.

ARTICLE 12
Other Agreements

(a) This Agreement is without prejudice to rights and obligations under other
agreements between the Parties and any agreement or arrangement between
either of the Parties and any third parties, including the obligations of the
Hellenic Republic arising from its membership to the European Union.
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(b) Annexes I and 11 are part of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 13
Entry into Force, Termination and Dispute Settlement

(a) This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last note in an
exchange of notes in which the Parties notify each other that their respective
internal procedures necessary for entry into force have been completed.

(b) This Agreement shall remain in force for five years, and shall be
automatically renewed for further five-year periods.

(c) This Agreement may be terminated at any time by either Party upon six
months' written notice to the other Party. The expiration or termination of
this Agreement shall not affect any ongoing cooperative activities under the
Agreement, or any specific rights and obligations that have accrued under
Article 11 and Annexes I and II.

(d) This Agreement may be amended by written agreement of the Parties.

(e) In the event that differences arise between the Parties with regard to the
interpretation or application of the provisions of this Agreement, the Parties
shall resolve them by means of negotiations and consultations.

ANNEX I

Intellectual Property Rights

I. General Obligation

The Parties shall ensure adequate and effective protection of intellectual
property created or furnished under this Agreement and relevant
implementing arrangements. Rights to such intellectual property shall be
allocated as provided in this Annex.

I1. Scope

A.

D,

This Annex is applicable to all cooperative activities undertaken
pursuant to this Agreement, except as otherwise specifically agreed by
the Parties or their designees.

. For purposes of this Agreement, "intellectual property” shall mean the

subject matter listed in Article 2 of the Convention Establishing the
World Intellectual Property Organization, done at Stockholm, July 14,
1967 and may include other subject matter as agreed by the Parties.

. Each Party shall ensure, through contracts or other legal means with

its own participants, if necessary, that the other Party can obtain the
rights to intellectual property allocated in accordance with this Annex.
This Annex does not otherwise alter or prejudice the allocation
between a Party and its participants, which shall be determined by that
Party's laws, practices, and/or any relevant agreement concluded
between the Party and its participants.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, disputes concerning
intellectual property arising under this Agreement shall be resolved
through discussions between the concerned participating institutions,
or, if necessary, the Parties or their designees. Upon mutual agreement
of the Parties, a dispute shall be submitted to an arbitral tribunal for
binding arbitration in accordance with the applicable rules of
international law. Unless the Parties or their designees agree otherwise
in writing, the arbitration rules of UNCITRAL shall govern.




E. Termination or expiration of this Agreement shall not affect rights or
obligations under this Annex.

i11. Allocation of Rights

A. Each Party shall be entitled to a worldwide, non-exclusive,
irrevocable, royalty-free license to translate, reproduce, and publicly
distribute monographs, scientific and technical journal articles,
reports, and books directly arising from cooperation under this
Agreement. All publicly distributed copies of a copyrighted work
prepared under this Agreement shall indicate the names of the authors
of the work unless an author explicitly declines to be named.

B. Rights to all forms of intellectual property, other than those rights
described in paragraph III.A above, shall be allocated as follows:

(1)Prior to participation in cooperative activities under this
Agreement by a visiting researcher, the host Party or its
designee and the Party or its designee employing or sponsoring
the visiting researcher may discuss and determine the allocation
of rights to any intellectual property created by the visiting
researcher. Absent such a determination, visiting researchers
shall receive rights, awards, bonuses and royalties in
accordance with the policies of the host institution. For
purposes of this Agreement, a visiting researcher is a researcher
visiting an institution of the other Party (host institution) and
engaged in work planned solely by the host institution.

(2)(a) Any intellectual property created by persons employed or
sponsored by one Party under cooperative activities other than
those covered by Paragraph II1.(B)(1) shall be owned by that
Party. Intellectual property created by persons employed or
sponsored by both Parties shall be jointly owned by the Parties.
In addition, each creator shall be entitled to awards, bonuses
and royalties in accordance with the policies of the institution
employing or sponsoring that creator.

(b) Unless otherwise agreed in an implementing or other
arrangement, each Party shall have within its territory a right to
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exploit and allow others to exploit intellectual property created
in the course of the cooperative activities.

(¢) The rights of a Party outside its territory shall be determined
by mutual agreement considering the relative contributions of
the Parties and their participants to the cooperative activities,
the degree of commitment in obtaining legal protection and
licensing of the intellectual property and such other factors
deemed appropriate.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs 111.B(2)(a) and (b) above, if
either Party believes that a particular project is likely to lead to
or has led to the creation of intellectual property not protected
by the laws of the other Party, the Parties shall immediately
hold discussions to determine the allocation of rights to the
intellectual property. It an agreement cannot be reached within
three months of the date of the initiation of the discussions,
cooperation on the project in question shall be terminated at the
request of either Party. Creators of intellectual property shall
nonetheless be entitled to awards, bonuses and royalties as
provided in paragraph II1.B(2)(a).

(e) For each invention made under any cooperative activity, the
Party employing or sponsoring the inventor(s) shall disclose the
invention promptly to the other Party together with any
documentation and information necessary to enable the other
Party to establish any rights to which it may be entitled. Either
Party may ask the other Party in writing to delay publication or
public disclosure of such documentation or information for the
purpose of protecting its rights in the invention. Unless
otherwise agreed in writing, the delay shall not exceed a period
of six months from the date of disclosure by the inventing Party
to the other Party.

1V. Business Confidential Information

In the event that information identified in a timely fashion as business-
confidential is furnished or created under this Agreement, each Party shall
protect such information in accordance with applicable laws, regulations.
and administrative practices. Information may be identified as "business-

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confidential" if a person having the information may derive an economic
benefit from it or may obtain a competitive advantage over those who do not
have it, and the information is not generally known or publicly available
from other sources, and the owner has not previously made the information
available without imposing in a timely manner an obligation to keep it
confidential.

ANNEX II

Security Obligations

I. Protection of Information

Unless otherwise agreed in relevant implementing agreements or
arrangements, no information or equipment requiring protection in the
interests of national defense or foreign relations of either Party and classified
in accordance with the applicable national laws shall be provided under this
Agreement. In the event that information or equipment which is known or
believed to require such protection is identified in the course of cooperative
activities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement, it will be brought
immediately to the attention of the appropriate officials and the Parties shall
consult concerning the need for and level of appropriate protection to be
accorded such information or equipment.

I1. Technology Transfer

The transfer of unclassified export-controlled information or equipment
between the two countries shall be in accordance with the relevant laws of
each Party to prevent the unauthorized transfer or retransfer of such
information or equipment provided or produced under this Agreement. If
either Party deems necessary, detailed provisions for the prevention of
unauthorized transfer or retransfer of such information or equipment, and
any information or equipment derived from such information or equipment,
shall be incorporated into the contracts or implementing agreements or
arrangements. Parties shall identify export-controlled information and
equipment as well as any restrictions on further use or transfer of such
information or equipment.

PROTOCOL AMENDING
THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the United
States of America (the “Parties”),

Desiring to amend the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the United States of America for
Cooperation in the Economic, Scientific and Technological, and Educational
and Cultural Fields signed at Athens on April 22, 1980, (hereinafter referred
to as “the Agreement”) to remove references to scientific and technological
cooperation,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 1
The Agreement shall be amended as follows:

1. The title of the Agreement shall be changed to “the Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the United States of America for Cooperation in the
Economic, Educational and Cultural Fields.”

The Preamble to the Agreement shall no longer include references to
scientific and technological cooperation, and shall be amended to
read:
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“The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the United States of America,

Guided by the common desire to strengthen further the friendly
relations between their two countries,

Determined to widen the possibilities for mutually
advantageous cooperation between them in the economic,
educational and cultural fields,”

3. Article I, paragraph 2 of the Agreement shall be deleted and Article I,
paragraph 3 shall be renumbered to be Article I, paragraph 2.

4. Article II, paragraph 2, shall no longer include references to scientific
and technological cooperation and shall be amended to read:

2. Joint working groups:
There shall be two Greek-U.S. joint working groups:

(1)on economic cooperation, and
(2)on educational and cultural cooperation”

5. Article 1V shall be amended as follows: “Nothing in this agreement
shall be construed to prejudice other arrangements for economic,
educational and cultural cooperation between the two countries.”

ARTICLE 11
No obligation within the Agreement shall be construed as relating to
scientific and technological cooperation.

ARTICLE 111
This Protocol shall enter into force upon the entry into force of the
Agreement on Science and Technology Cooperation between the

Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the United
States of America and an exchange of notes in which the Parties notify each
