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Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
Between
The Government of the Hellenic Republic
And
The Government of the United Arab Emirates
On
Institutional Cooperation on Maritime Transport

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
United Arab Emirates (hereinafter referred to as Parties);

Considering the existing legislation of both Parties and their obligations
giving full effect to International Conventions in force, both Parties are
desirous to sign the following “Memorandum of Understanding” for
cooperation in maritime transport;

Taking into account the common interest of both Parties and desirous
of providing a legal foundation for the reciprocal trading relations
through shipping with a view to ensuring the freedom of foreign trade
and enhancing, to the greatest degree possible, cooperation in this
field as well as in international maritime transport services;

Recognizing that the bilateral exchange of goods should be
accompanied by an effective exchange of services based upon the
principle of fair competition in service providing;

Bearing in mind the principles laid down in the international
conventions to which both Parties are parties on the safety of
navigation, the facilitation of international maritime transport, the living
and working conditions as well as education and training of seafarers,
the carriage of dangerous goods, and the protection of the marine
environment among other concepts;
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Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions
For the purposes of this MoU, unless expressly provided otherwise:

1. "Vessel of a Party" means a vessel, which, in accordance with the
laws and regulations of such a Party, has been registered and flies its
flag.

The provisions of the present MoU shall not apply to the following
types of vessels:

(a) Warships

(b) Fishing vessels

(c) Research vessels

(d) Other vessels used for public services.

2. "Shipping Company" means any economic entity which is registered
and licensed in accordance with laws and regulations of respective
Parties, to carry out international maritime transport services with its
owned and/or chartered vessels and has its headquarters or principle
place of business in the territory of either of the Parties in this MoU.
Beneficiaries of the provisions of this Agreement shall also be shipping
companies established outside the Hellenic Republic or the United
Arab Emirates and controlled by nationals of the Hellenic Republic or
the United Arab Emirates, if their vessels are registered in the Hellenic
Republic or in the United Arab Emirates in accordance with their
respective legislation.

3. "Member of the crew" means the master and any other person who
is actually employed or engaged or works in any capacity on duties or
services on board connected with the running of a vessel and whose
name is included in its crew list;

4. “Cabotage” means transport of goods and passengers between the
ports of one of the parties.
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5. "International maritime transport" means any transport by a vessel,
except when the vessel is operated solely between ports situated in
the territory of a Party.

6. "Competent maritime authority" means:

With regard to:

- The Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Insular
Policy.

- The United Arab Emirates, the Federal Transport Authority — Land &
Maritime

Article 2
International conventions

The present MoU shall not affect the rights and obligations of the
Parties arising from international conventions or agreements or MoUs
at regional or international level to which either of them is a Party, and
particularly the Hellenic Republic's obligations from its membership to
the European Union. It also does not affect the obligations arising out
of any other valid agreements or MoUs signed between the Parties.

Article 3
Freedom of Shipping; non-discrimination

(1) A vessel of a Party shall be entitled to sail to any of the ports in
the territory of either Party that are open to international trade and to
carry passengers and cargo between the territories of the Parties as
well as between either of these and third Parties.

(2) The Parties shall base the development of their shipping relations,
on the principles of free and fair competition and the freedom to
provide international maritime transport services. The Parties, without
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prejudice to their existing legislation, shall refrain from any action that
might be detrimental to the unrestricted participation of their vessels in
maritime transport services on the basis of the principles of non-
discrimination, free competition and the free choice of shipping
company.

(3) The Parties confirm that the vessels of each Party shall be granted
the same advantages as if they were flying the flag of the other Party.

(4) The Parties agree to cooperate between themselves in the
elimination of obstacles which might hamper the development of sea
trade between the ports of the Parties as well as between either of
these and third Parties.

Article 4
Measures to facilitate maritime transport

(1) Within the framework of their legal regime, the Parties shall take all
measures necessary to facilitate maritime traffic, promote seaborne
transport, prevent unnecessary delays to vessels and to simplify and
expedite, wherever possible, customs and other formalities required in
ports as well as to facilitate the use of existing installations for the
disposal of wastes. However, this provision shall not be construed as
restricting the rights of the Parties regarding the enforcement of
customs and health laws and regulations or any other control
measures provided by international conventions regarding the safety
and security of vessels and ports, protection of marine pollution,
safeguarding of human lives, carriage of dangerous goods,
identification of goods and admission of foreigners.
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(2) The Parties also undertake to abolish, upon the entry into
force of the present MoU, all unilateral technical and administrative
measures that entail restriction of, and have discriminatory effects
upon, the free offer of services in international maritime transport.

Article 5
Equal treatment of vessels

(1) On the basis of reciprocity, either Party shall grant the vessels of
the other Party, when in its ports, territorial waters or other waters
under its jurisdiction, the same treatment as it grants to its own vessels
engaged in international maritime transport.

(2) All fees and expenses of services and any other expenses that are
worth to one of the Parties’ ships in the ports of the other Party will be
paid in accordance with the legislation in force in that Party.

Article 6
Commercial activities

(1) On the basis of reciprocity, either Party according to the rules
applicable to the other Party, shall grant the shipping companies of the
other Party the right to set up and maintain in its territory branches of
their own for the exercise and use of international maritime transport
services, as well as agents’ and forwarders’ services and to enroll
administrative, clerical, and technical personnel for these purposes.

(2) The laws and other regulations of the host Party governing the
entry of foreigners and their stay in the territory of the host Party shall
be complied with in the process of setting up the branches and the
employment of the personnel.
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(3) Under the provisions of paragraph (2) of this Article, the domestic
laws in force in the Parties relating to the entry and repatriation of
foreigners shall remain applicable.

Article 7
Consecutive International Transport Services

The vessels of each Party, when calling at a port of the other Party
for discharging part of their cargo, may, after complying with the laws
and regulations of this country, keep aboard the part of their cargo
which is destined for another port, either in the same or another
country, or transfer it to another vessel. In the same way, vessels of
each Party may call at one or more ports of the other Party for loading
all or part of their cargo destined for foreign ports.

Article 8
Most-Favoured-Nation Clause

Subject to any Article of this MoU otherwise providing, the Parties shall
grant to each other a treatment same to that of the most favoured
nation in all other matters related to shipping.

Article 9
Free transfer of revenues

Either Party shall grant the shipping companies of the other Party the
right to use any revenues from shipping services, including the
management and conduct of initial or terminal haulage connected
therewith, towards shipping-related payments.
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Alternatively, such revenues may also be transferred abroad, freely
and without any restriction or delay, in any convertible currency at the
official rate of exchange.

Article 10
Exemptions

The present MoU shall not affect the laws and regulations of either
Party concerning the privilege of the national flag with regard to
cabotage, as well as to salvage, towage, pilotage, and hydrographic
services, which are reserved for either Party's national shipping or
other companies and for its own citizens.

Article 11
Compliance with legal provisions

(1) A vessel of each Party or her crew members, during their stay in
the territory of the other Party, shall be subject to the laws in force
there.

(2) Passengers and consignors of goods shall comply with the laws
and regulations in force in the territory of both Parties and governing
the entry, stay and departure of passengers as well as the import,
storage, and export of goods, including the provisions concerning
immigration, customs, taxation, and quarantine.

Article 12
Reciprocal recognition of ships' documents

(1) Documents of a vessel of either Party which have been issued or
recognized in accordance with relevant international conventions by
one of the two Parties shall, when carried on board, be recognized by
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the other Party. As far as the maritime safety, security and marine
environment is concerned, the Parties shall recognize the relevant
certificates of their vessels provided by them, on condition that these
certificates are in accordance with the relevant international
conventions in force.

(2) Vessels of either Party carrying a valid International Tonnage
Certificate (1969) issued under the provisions of the International
Convention on Tonnage Measurement of Ships, 1969, shall be exempt
from further tonnage measurement in the ports of the other Party. In
cases where the tonnage of the vessel is to be the basis for calculating
the amount of any charges, fees, and taxes, the tonnage notation
given in the International Tonnage Certificate shall be taken as such
basis.

(3) Ships of less than 24 meters in length, which are not subject to the
International Convention on Tonnage Measurement of Ships (1969),
calculate their own fees under the national tonnage certificate issued
by any of the Parties.

Article 13
Travel documents of the members of the crew

(1) Each Party shall recognize mutually the identity documents issued
by the competent authority of the other Party for members of the crew
who are nationals of the other Party and grant to them the rights
mentioned in Article 14 of this MoU on the conditions specified therein.

These identity documents shall be:

(a) For the Hellenic Republic - “Greek Seaman’s book" and/or
accompanied by the Greek Passport.
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(b) For the United Arab Emirates — “UAE Seaman’s passport” and/or
accompanied by the UAE passport.

(2) For the members of the crew, who are citizens of a third country,
those travel documents issued by the competent authorities that may
be used for border crossing under the national prerequisites of the
Party the border of which is to be crossed shall be deemed admissible
border crossing documents.

(3) Any personal document for the members of the crew conveying
upon its holder the right to cross borders that may be issued by either
Party after the entry into force of the present MoU shall be recognized
by the other Party provided it will satisfy its national prerequisites for
being recognized as a border-crossing document.

Article 14
Entry, transit, and stay

(1) Either Party may, give permission to those members of the crew of
a vessel of the other Party who are holders of a valid identity or travel
documents specified in Article 13 to go ashore and stay in the area of
the port town during the lay time of their vessel, provided that the
masters submit a crew list to the competent authorities in accordance
with the regulations in force in that port. However, according to the
assessment of the risks of internal security and illegal immigration,
seafarers shall be subject to:
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border control before they go ashore;

Customs control in force in that port.

(2) Where necessary, the competent authorities of either Party shall, in
accordance with the laws and regulations in force in the host country,
issue to those members of the crew of a vessel of the other Party who
are holders of a valid identity or travel documents specified in Article
13, a visa for the following purposes:

repatriation;

to enable them to go on board their own ship or join a vessel or
transfer to another vessel;

For any other reason deemed accepted by the competent authorities
of the other Party.

(3) The competent authorities of either Party shall permit any member
of the crew of a vessel of the other Party who is taken to hospital in its
territory to stay as long as may be necessary for in-patient treatment.
In this case, the competent authorities of either Party shall give the
necessary authorization in order to enable the person concerned to
return to his/her country or to proceed to another port of embarkation
by any means of transportation.

(4) Each Party reserves the right to refuse persons whose entry into its
territory is considered undesirable even if they hold a valid identity or
travelling documents specified in Article (13).
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(5) Staff of the diplomatic missions and consular posts of each Party
as well as the members of the crews of vessels of such Party shall be
entitled, while complying with the relevant laws and regulations in force
in the host country, to contact one another and to meet in person.

(6) Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraphs (1) to (5) above, the
regulations of the Parties governing the entry, stay, and departure of
foreigners shall remain unaffected.

Article 15
Incidents at sea

(1) If a vessel flying the flag of either Party is shipwrecked, runs
aground, or otherwise suffers distress while in the territorial waters of
the other Party, the authorities of the latter Party shall provide to the
members of the crew and to the passengers of such vessel as well as
to the vessel and her cargo the same protection and assistance as to a
vessel flying their own flag.

(2) In the event of a maritime casualty within the meaning of the
preceding paragraph, either Party shall refrain from levying import
duties, including excise duties, on any of the vessel's cargo or
equipment, materials, provisions, or other appurtenances, unless any
such articles are used or consumed in the territory of the Party
concerned. The competent customs branch office shall be informed,
without delay, of the maritime casualty. The conditions concerning the
storage and exemption of import duties of the goods concerned shall
be reciprocally agreed. ‘
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(3) Both Parties undertake to co-operate, upon the request and in
accordance with the procedures provided for by its national legal
provisions to promote vessel safety and the protection of the marine
environment, in the investigation of those maritime casualties for which
at least one of the Parties has determined to be responsible in terms of
the IMO Casualty Investigation Code. Where necessary, such co-
operation is, in particular proceeding intended to facilitate the
conclusions as provided for in that Code.

Article 16
Exercise of Jurisdiction

(1) The vessels and members of the crew of each Party shall comply
with the laws and regulations of the other Party during their stay in the
territory, territorial sea, internal waters and ports of the other Party.

(2) Neither Party shall exercise criminal jurisdiction over or intervene in
the internal affairs of the vessels of the other Party in its territorial sea,
unless:

(a) the consequences of the offence extend to the territory of the other

Party;

(b)the master of the vessel, or diplomatic, consular or other relevant

authorities of the other Party so request or consent;

(c)the peace, public order or public security has been disturbed in its

territory or territorial sea through what has happened on the vessel or
as a consequence thereof;
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(d)some of those involved in the matter are not crew members of such
vessel or the offence is committed against any person other than a
member of the crew of that vessel;

(e)lt is necessary for the suppression of illicit traffic in narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances.

(3) In the cases provided for in paragraph 2 of this Article, each Party
shall notify the competent diplomatic agent or consular office officials
of the other Party whose flag the vessel is flying before any steps of
action are taken, and shall facilitate contact between such agent or
officer officials and the members of the crew of the vessel. In cases of
emergency, the above-mentioned notification may be communicated
while the measures are being taken.

(4) The provisions in paragraph 2 of this Article shall not affect the
rights of supervision and investigation of each of the Parties in
accordance with their respective national laws and regulations.

(5) In exercising their penal, civil and disciplinary jurisdiction, each
Party shall take all necessary measures to avoid unnecessary delay of
the vessels of the other Party.

(6) When a Party investigates a maritime accident or incident that
involves a vessel flying the flag of the other Party, due consideration
should be given to the fair treatment of seafarers taking into account
the relevant IMO/ILO guidelines.
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Article 17
Co-operation

The Parties shall encourage their competent authorities and the
maritime institutions in either Party to seek and develop appropriate
forms of co-operation. This shall apply, in particular, to maritime
education and training of seafarers in accordance with the STCW, as
amended including Regulation 1/10 thereof, to technical matters and to
the training of maritime personnel.

Article 18
Consultations

(1) Each Party or its competent maritime authorities may requestv, at
any time, working visits or consultations with the other Party or its
maritime authority.

(2) Any such working visits or consultations requested by each Party
or its maritime authority should begin within a period of time not
exceeding ninety (90) days following the receipt of such request.

Article 19
Settlement of Disputes

(1) Should any dispute arise between the Parties with regard to the
interpretation or application of the present MoU, the Parties shall seek
to settle such dispute amicably through negotiations through
diplomatic channels.

(2) The Parties may agree upon a court of arbitration to be instituted.
Article 20
Entry into force

The present MoU shall enter into force on the date on which the
Parties have notified each other that their respective national
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prerequisites for such entry into force have been fulfilled. The relevant
date shall be the day on which the last notification is received.

Article 21
Duration of the MoU, amendments and denunciation

(1) The present MoU shall be concluded for an indefinite period of
time.

(2) Each Party may, following a request for consultations, propose
amendments to the present MoU. This MoU may be amended by
mutual written consent of the Parties. Any such amendments shall
enter into force according to the procedure provided in Article 20.

(3) Either Party may, at any time, notify the other Party of its decision
to denounce the present MoU. In this event, the MoU shall cease to
have effect six months after receipt of such notification by the other
Party, unless the denunciation has been revoked prior to the lapse of
the said period of time.

Done in Athens, on May 4, 2017 in two originals, each in the Greek,
Arabic and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In
case of divergent interpretations, the English text shall prevail.
