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AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF
TUNISIA
ON MARITIME TRANSPORT

: The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
the Republic of Tunisia (hereinafter referred to as the Contracting Parties).

Acknowledging that shipping and related services are an important
contributor :
‘to the economies of both countries,

Confirming their mutual interest in supporting and developing
strategic cooperation in the maritime sector,

Desiring to increase bilateral commercial exchanges through
maritime trade with respect to the principle of sovercignty, territorial integrity
and non interference in the internal affairs of the Contracting Parties,

Reaffirming the existing bilateral maritime cooperation as
established through the 1966 Maritime Agreement,

Desirous of further strengthening the existing cooperation in the
field of merchant shipping between the two countries and with a view to the
development of international shipping on the ba51s of the principles of the
freedom of merchant nav1gat10n

Bearing in mind the principles laid down in international law and
particularly in international shipping conventions of which both Parties are
members, and the applicable European Union Law as a consequence of the
membership of the Hellenic Republic to the European Union,  «

Having substantial interests in the field of international maritime
transport services,
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Taking due account of mutual willingness to develop bilateral
cooperation in the fields of technology and innovation related to the shipping
and ports sector,

Hereby agree the following:

Article 1
For the purpose of this Agreement:

1. The term «vessel of the Contracting Party» shall mean any vessel
registered in the Shipping Registry of this Contracting Party and flying its
flag.

This term shall not, however, include:
a) warships and auxiliary ships of the Navy;

b) vessels, which are performing exclusively administrative or state
functions;

c¢) scientific research vessels;
d) fishing vessels;
e) public vessels designed or used for non-commercial purposes.

2. The term «member of the crew» shall mean the master and any person
who is employed or engaged or works in any capacity on board a vessel
in duties and services connected with the running of the vessel and who is
included in the crew list.

3. The term «cabotage» shall mean transport of goods and passengers
between the ports of either of the Contracting Parties. The term
«cabotage» includes any transport of goods which although accompanied
by a through bill of lading and no matter what their origin or destination
is, are trans-shipped directly or indirectly at the ports of either of the
Contracting Parties in order to be carried to another port of the same
Contracting Party. The same provisions shall apply in the case of the
passengers even if they carry through tickets.

4.  The term «international maritime transport» shall mean any transport by a
vessel, except when the vessel is operated solely between places situated
in the territory of a Contracting Party.

5. The term «marine safety investigation» shall mean an investigation, on a
marine casualty conducted by a State Accident Investigation Body under
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the provisions of the IMO “Code of the International Standards and
Recommended Practices for a Safety Investigation into a Marine Casualty
or Marine Incident”,

Article 2

1. Without prejudice to the laws, regulations, rules, procedures and policies of
their respective countries, the Contracting Parties will cooperate in the
territory of the Hellenic Republic and the territory of the Republic of
Tunisia.

2. The Contracting Parties shall base the development of their shipping
relations, on the principles of free and fair competition and the freedom of
navigation and they shall refrain from any action that could adversely
affect the international maritime transport and trade. The principle of non
discrimination shall apply to the commercial activities of nationals or legal -
entities operating ships under the flag of one Contracting Party in the
territory of the other Contracting Party.

Article 3

This Agreement shall not apply to cabotage. Where a vessel of either
Contracting Party sails from one port to another in the territory of the other
Contracting Party for the purpose of discharging inward cargo and/or
disembarking passengers from abroad or loading outward cargo and/or
embarking passengers destined for foreign countries, it shall not be regarded as
cabotage.

Article 4

1. The Contracting Parties, within the limits of the respective national
legislation, shall continue their efforts to maintain and develop a
permanent cooperation between the competent authorities of their
countries. In particular, the two Contracting Parties agree to consult and
exchange information between their competent authorities on maritime
affairs.

2. The term «competent authority» shall mean:

- in the Hellenic Republic: the Ministry of Maritime Affairs and
Insular Policy.
in the Republic of Tunisia: the Ministry of Transport- General

Directorate of Maritime Transport and Commercial Seaports’
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3. In case of change. concerning the names or functions of the competent
authorities, the Contracting Parties shall make the necessary notifications
through diplomatic channels.

Article 5

The Contracting Parties agree to provide one another, within the limits of
their ability, with technical assistance for the development of maritime
transport. For this purpose, the Contracting Parties shall promote and
encourage development of contacts and cooperation between their shipping and
related enterprises and organizations.

Article 6

1. The Contracting Parties agree to follow in international maritime transport
the principles of free and fair competition and in particular:

a)

b)

d)

to ensure the unrestricted access of vessels of the Hellenic Republic and
the Republic of Tunisia in the sea transport of goods and passengers
between the ports of the Contracting Parties as well as between their
ports and those of third countries;

to ensure that their vessels shall be free to provide international sea
services in accordance with the national legislation of the Contracting
Parties;

to cooperate between themselves in the elimination of obstacles which
might hamper the development of sea trade between the ports of the
Contracting Parties;

to abstain from measures which may prevent the participation of the
vessels of the Contracting Parties in the sea trade between the ports of
the Contracting Parties and the ports of third countries;

to abolish any unilateral restrictions in respect of the international
maritime transport of goods and passengers which are reserved in whole
or in part for the vessels of the Contracting Parties;

to abolish any cargo sharing arrangements, in case that such
arrangements are included in the existing bilateral arrangements of the
Contracting Parties.

2. The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall not affect the right of
vessels of third countries to participate in the sea trade between ports of the
Contracting Parties.
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3. Nothing in this Article shall prevent the Contracting Parties to take the
appropriate steps for ensuring the free participation of their merchant fleets
in international trade on a commercially competitive basis.

Article 7

The vessels of each Contracting Party, when calling at a port of the other
Contracting Party for discharging part of their cargo, may, after complying
with the laws and regulations of this country, keep aboard the part of their
cargo which is destined for another port, either in the same or another country,
or transfer it to another vessel without payment of any extra dues, apart from
those levied in similar cases by the other Contracting Party on its vessels. In the
same way, vessels of each Contracting Party may call at one or more ports of
the other Contracting Party for loading all or part of their cargo destined for
foreign ports, without payment of dues other than those levied in similar cases
by this other Contracting Party on its vessels.

Article 8

1. Each Contracting Party shall afford to the vessels of the other Contracting
Party the same treatment as it affords to its own vessels engaged in
international voyages in respect of free access to ports, allocation of berth
and full use of port facilities, loading and unloading cargoes, trans-
shipment, embarking and disembarking of passengers, payment of any
dues and charges, use of services intended for navigation and exercising
other normal commercial operations.

2.  The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article:
a) shall not apply to ports not open to the entry of foreign vessels;
b) shall not affect the regulations concerning entry and stay of foreigners;

¢) shall not apply to activities reserved by each Contracting Party for their
national flag vessels or enterprises and organizations, including, in
particular, cabotage, sea fishing, pilotage, towage, salvage and maritime
assistance;

d) shall not oblige either of Coﬁtracting Parties to extend to vessels of the
other Contracting Party exemption from compulsory pilotage
requirements granted to its own vessels;

* *
e) shall not apply to immigration and transportation of immigrants.
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Article 9

1. Subject to any article of this Agreement otherwise providing, the
Contracting Parties shall grant to each other a treatment same to that of
the most favoured nation in all other matters related to shipping.

2.  The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall not apply to advantages
resulting from the participation of each Contracting Party to an Economic
Integration Agreement of any kind.

Article 10

The Contracting Parties shall adopt, within the limits of their legislation
and port regulations, as well as of their obligations under international law, all
necessary measures to facilitate and expedite maritime traffic, to prevent
unnecessary delays to vessels and to expedite and simplify, as much as
possible, the carrying out of customs, sanitary, police and port formalities and
other formalities applicable to ports.

Article 11

1. The documents certifying the nationality of vessels, as well as any other
ships’ documents issued or recognized by one of the two Contracting
Parties, shall be recognized by the other Contracting Party. As far as the
safety sector is concerned, the Contracting States shall recognize the
relevant certificates of their vessels provided by them, on condition that
these certificates are in accordance with the relevant international
conventions in force.

2.  The vessels of each Contracting Party which are equipped with Tonnage
Measurement Certificates shall not be subject to re-measurement in the
ports of the other Contracting Party and the figures noted in the
Certificate shall be taken as the basis for the calculation of port dues of
any kind or nature, on the condition that the above mentioned documents
have been issued in accordance with the International Convention on
Tonnage Measurement in force. '

3. The Tonnage Certificate of vessels below 24 meters issued in accordance
with national legislation will be mutually recognized.

4. Apart from a f(_)rced sale resulting from a decision of the Courts, the
vessels of either of the two Contracting Parties cannot be registerecf in the
Registry of the other Contracting Party without presentation of a
certificate, issued by the competent authorities from which the vessels
originate, stipulating that the vessels have been deleted from the Registry
of this Contracting Party.
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Article 12

1. Each Contracting Party shall recognize the identity documents issued by
the competent authorities of the other Contracting Party for seafarers
who are nationals of the other Contracting Party and grant to them the
rights mentioned in this Agreement on the conditions specified therein.

These identity documents are:

- in the case of the Hellenic Republic: the «Greek Seaman’s book»
accompanied by the Greek passport.
- in the case of the Republic of Tunisia : the «Seaman’s book» .

2. Seafarers on board vessels flying the flag of either Contracting Party
holding a valid seafarer’s identity document issued in accordance with
the relevant international conventions in force for each Contracting
Party shall be permitted to enter the territory of the other Contracting
Party for a temporary shore leave during the stay of their vessels in the
area of the port, where their ships call or in the adjacent municipalities
of that other Contracting Party without visas, and without presenting
themselves at a border crossing point, provided that the master submits a
crew list to the competent authorities of the port in accordance with the
regulations in force in that port.

However, according to the assessment of the risks of internal security
and illegal immigration, seafarers shall be subject to:
- border control before they go ashore

- customs control in force in that port

3. Seafarers of vessels flying the flag of either Contracting Party requiring
immediate medical care shall be permitted to enter and remain in the
territory of the other Contracting Party for the period of time necessary,
according to its national legislation.

4. The provisions of this Article shall apply correspondingly to seafarers
who are not nationals of either Contracting Party but possess an identity
document issued in accordance with the provisions of international
Conventions in force binding on the Contracting Parties.

Article 13

1. Holders of the seafarer’s identity documents specified in article (12) of
this agreement are permitted to enter or leave the territory of the other
Contracting Party as passengers by any means of transport for the
purpose of joining their vessel or transferring to another vessel, passing
in transit to join their vessel in another country or for repatriation or in a
case of emergency or for any other purpose approved by the authorities
of this other Contracting Party.
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2. In all cases specified in paragraph (1) of this Article the said seafarers
must have corresponding visas affixed in their passports of the other
Contracting Party, where necessary in accordance with the national law
of each Contracting Party, which shall be granted by the competent
authorities within the shortest possible time.

Article 14

1. Subject to the provisions of articles (12) and (13) of this agreement, the
national regulations of the Contracting Parties in respect of entry, stay
and departure of foreigners shall be kept in force in the territories of the
Contracting Parties.

2. Each Contracting Party reserves the right to deny entry to and/or stay in
its territory to members of the crew whom each Contracting Party
considers undesirable.

Article 15

1. Without prejudice to their national law and having regard the
recognition at EU level of Tunisia as regards education, training and
certification of seafarers, for the purpose of recognition of certificates of
competency issued by Tunisia, pursuant to the respective EU law, the
competent authority of each Contracting Party shall ensure that the
provisions of STCW Convention and the respective regulations on
recognition of certificates are applied, in order to recognize, by
endorsement, the certificates issued by or under the authority of the
other Contracting Party to a master, officer or radio operator.

2. The recognition of certificates shall be subject to a distinct agreement
between the two Contracting Parties.

Article 16

1. Shipowners of each Contracting Party, may employ on board their vessels
flying the flag of the Contracting Parties, seafarers, nationals of the other
Contracting Party, in accordance with the national legislation of the
Contracting Party whose flag the vessel is flying.

2. Conditions of employment are freely agreed between the shipowners and
the seafarers and they are included in the contract of employment.
Conditions of employment may be determined by collective agreements
signed between a Union of Shipowners of one of the Contracting Parties
and the Seamen’s Federation of the other Contracting Party, or the public
authority of this other Contracting Party. Conditions of employment shall
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secure the right of all seafarers to decent employment and take duly into
account the relevant international standards.

3. When vessels, flying the flag of a Contracting Party, are calling at the ports
of the other Contracting Party or are sailing into the territorial or the
internal waters of this other Contracting Party, this Contracting Party
should facilitate seafarers employed on board these vessels in their
replacement as well as in their repatriation.

4. In case of any disputes stemming out of the contract of employment, the
applicable legislation and the exercised jurisdiction, will be the ones of the
Party whose flag the vessel is flying.

Article 17

1. If a member of the crew of a vessel of one of the two Contracting Parties
commits an offence onboard the vessel while the vessel is within the
internal waters of the other Contracting Party, the authorities of this
Contracting Party shall not prosecute him without the consent of the
competent diplomatic or consular officials of the first Contracting Party
unless:

(a) The consequences of the offence extend to the territory of the
second Contracting Party; or

(b) The offence is of a kind to disturb the peace or the public order and
security of the other Contracting Party; or

(c) The prosecution is necessary for the suppression of illicit drug
traffic (in narcotic drugs); or '

(d) The master of the vessel has asked for the prosecution of the
perpetrator; or

(e) The offence is committed against any person other than a member
of the crew of that vessel.

2. In case of an offence committed on board a vessel flying the flag of one
of the Contracting Parties, passing through the territorial sea of the other
Contracting Party, and as far as the criminal jurisdiction is concerned, the
provisiorfs of the article 27 of the United Nations Conventidn on the Law of
the Sea shall apply.

3. (a) In the cases of paragraphs 1 and 2, a prior notification shall be
given to the competent diplomatic or consular officials of the
Contracting Party whose flag the vessel is flying, before any action is
taken by the authority of the other Contracting Party.

9
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(b) In case of emergency, the above mentioned notification, may be
given at the time when the said measures are taken.

(¢)  The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article, shall not affect the
right of the authorities of the Contracting Parties to exercise any
inspection or any investigation, according to their national legislation.

4. In exercising their penal, civil and disciplinary jurisdiction, each Contracting
Party shall take all necessary measures to avoid the detention of the vessels
of the other Contracting Party. If such detention is absolutely necessary, the
Contracting Parties shall limit the detention to the minimum or they shall
permit the sail of the vessel on the submission of a guarantee.

5. When a Contracting Party investigates a maritime accident or incident that
involves a vessel flying the flag of the other Contracting Party, due
consideration should be given to the fair treatment of seafarers taking into
account the relevant IMO/ILO guidelines.

Article 18

The juridical and/or administrative authorities of either of the two
Contracting Parties shall not undertake any civil proceedings related to a
contract of employment of a crew member of a vessel of the other Contracting
Party, unless they are so requested by the competent diplomatic or consular
officials of the state whose flag the vessel is flying,

Article 19

1. If a vessel of one of the two Contracting Parties suffers shipwreck, runs
aground, is cast ashore or suffers any other accident off the coast, in a port,
in territorial waters, the vessel and the cargo shall enjoy in the territory of
the latter Contracting Party, the same treatment which is accorded to the
vessels of that Contracting Party, crew, passengers, stores and cargo.

2. The vessel, its crew, passengers, stores existing on board and cargo shall be
granted, at any time, rescue, help and assistance to the same extent as in case
of a national vessel.

3. The cargo and articles unloaded or saved from the vessel specified in
paragraph 1 of this article, provided that they are not delivered for use or
consumption in the tefritory of the other Contracting Party, shall not *be
liable to any customs duties. Furthermore, notification of the event should be
provided to the customs authority of the Contracting Parties, in the shortest
possible time, to enable necessary controls.

4. (a) Without limiting the rights of Contracting Parties to conduct their own
separate marine safety investigation, where a marine casualty occurs within

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the territory, including territorial sea, of a Contracting Party, the Contracting
Parties shall consult to seek agreement to conduct the marine safety
investigation, with a view to rapidly agreeing which of them is to be the lead
investigation State. In the framework of this Agreement, both parties shall
have equal rights and access to witnesses and evidence. They shall also have
the right to see their point of view taken into consideration by the lead
investigation State before an investigation report is published.

(b) Without limiting the rights of Contracting Parties to conduct their own
separate marine safety investigation, where a marine casualty occurs on the
high seas or in the exclusive economic zone of the other contracting party,
and involves more than the two Contracting Parties, then the Contracting
Parties shall consult to seek agreement to conduct the marine safety
investigation, with a view to rapidly agreeing which of them is to be the lead
investigation State. In the framework of this Agreement, both parties shall
have equal rights and access to witnesses and evidence. They shall also have
the right to see their point of view taken into consideration by the lead
investigation State before an investigation report is published.

(c) For a marine casualty referred to in paragraphs 4(a) or 4(b), agreement
may be reached by Contracting Parties with another substantially interested
State for one or both of the two Contracting Parties to be the lead
investigation State(s).

. The vessel so stranded or wrecked as well as all in its parts, debris or
accessories and all appliances, rigging, provisions and goods salvaged,
including those jettisoned by such vessels or by vessels in distress, or the
proceeds thereof if sold, as well as all documents found aboard the stranded
or wrecked vessel or belonging to it, shall be delivered to the owner or his
representatives when claimed by them.

. The provisions of this article, do not affect the rights of one of the
Contracting Parties or of those authorized by this Contracting Party, to ask
from the other Contracting Party, or from those authorized by this other
Contracting Party, the corresponding compensation for any action taken for
the salvage of the vessel or any assistance provided to the vessel, the crew,
the passengers and the cargo.

Article 20

. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate on enhancing the Port State Control
(PSC) mechanisms already in place under the Paris-MoU and MED-MoU
when ships involved in international service call at the ports of the two
countries. The Contracting Parties will support international initiatives to
prevent sub-standard shipping and will exchange experiences and
information on the rules, regulation and enforcement of the Port State
Controls carried out in the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Tunisia.
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2. The Contracting Parties are determined to reduce the threat of piracy, and
shall seek to increase their cooperation on piracy issues in the context on
international organizations and fora.

Article 21

The Contracting Parties shall exchange expertise, information, data and
statistics aiming to improve the levels of maritime safety and security, and to
ensure the health and protection of seafarers and shipping on clean oceans.

Article 22

1. The contracting Parties shall endeavor to promote and facilitate cooperation
on maritime training and education through exchange programs, seminars
and conferences in the field of maritime transport as well as on port state
control.

2. The Contracting Parties shall promote cooperation in the field of maritime
research and development through the establishment of maritime research
and development programs and projects of mutual interest, between research
institutions, universities, private sector organizations.

Article 23

To promote the development of navigational safety and trade sectors, the
competent authorities of the two Contracting Parties enable the operators of the
other Contracting Party to practice in their territories activities related to the
maritime sector, in accordance with their legislations in force.

Article 24

The revenues derived from the operation of vessels of either Contracting
Party accruing from shipping services rendered in the territory of the other
Contracting Party may, in accordance with the laws and regulations of that
other Contracting Party, be used for making payments in the territory of that
other Contracting Party or transferred abroad in freely convertible currencies at
thg market exchange rate prevailing on the date of trapsfer.

Article 25

1. To ensure the effective implementation of this Agreement and promote
cooperation between the Contracting Parties in the field of maritime
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transport, a “Technical Maritime Joint Committee” is established, composed
of representatives designated by the Contracting Parties.

2. The Technical Maritime Joint Committee shall:

- discuss matters of mutual interest concerning maritime relations of
the two countries and their commercial seaports;

- make recommendations to the Contracting Parties, for the
development of maritime transport and ports, improving the safety
of maritime navigation, the security of ships and port facilities and
preservation of the marine environment;

- study ways of facilitating research, exchange of information,
technical cooperation and training in maritime transport, and of
enhancing cooperation in the maritime fields, and

- discuss other matters relating to the improvement of maritime
transport relations including the enhancement of cooperation in
international organizations.

The Technical Maritime Joint Committee shall meet alternately in the
Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Tunisia on dates mutually agreed upon
through diplomatic channels.

Article 26

1. The provisions of this agreement do not affect the rights and obligations
of the Contracting Parties, arising from international conventions and
agreements in force, to which they are both Parties and the Hellenic Republic’s
obligations arising from its membership to the European Union.

2 The provisions of this agreement are subject to agreements between the
European Union and the Republic of Tunisia relating to maritime transport.

Article 27
Any differences concerning the interpretation or implementation of this
agreement shall be settled by negotiations set through diplomatic channels.
. Article 28 .
The Agreement may be amended by mutual written consent of the

Contracting Parties. Any such amendments shall enter into force according to
the procedure provided in article 29.
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30




Article 29

1. This agreement shall enter into force thirty (30) days from the date of the
- last written notification by which the Contracting Parties inform each other
of the completion of the necessary internal legal procedures.

2. This agreement shall remain in force for a period of five years and shall
thereafter be automatically renewed for further five year periods, unless
either Contracting Party informs the other, in writing and through diplomatic
channels, of its will to terminate it. In such case, this agreement shall cease
to be in force twelve (12) months after the date of such notification.

3. At the date of entry into force of the present agreement, the 1966 Maritime -
Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Tunisia and the
Kingdom of Greece signed at Tunis on July 9th 1966 shall cease to be in
force.

Done at Tunis on this date of 29 June 2020 in two originals, each in the
Greek, Arabic and English languages, all texts being cqually authentic. In case
of divergence the English text shall prevail.
