The Ministry of Environment and Energy of the Hellenic Republic and
The Ministry of Energy of the United Arab Emirates, hereinafter
referred to as “the Participants”

Having regard to the excellent bilateral relations between the
Participants and the Agreed Minutes signed on January 11" 2012 and
on May 6" 2014 during the First Session and the Second Session of

the Joint Cooperation Committee between the Hellenic Republic and

the United Arab Emirates,

Having regard to the Cooperation between the European Union
and the Gulf Cooperation Council in which both Participants participate
actively,

Noting that both Participants regard Climate Change and Energy
Security as issues of the highest priority which can be addressed
through the diversification of energy sources, the exploration and
exploitation of indigenous hydrocarbon resources, as well as the
promotion of renewable energy and energy efficiency projects,

Have reached the following understanding:




Paragra@ 1

The Participants share the view that sustainable energy policies should
be promoted and in this regard agree to cooperate and exchange
know-how in order to expand expertise and bilateral cooperation in
the field of renewable energy in accordance with their national
strategies,

Paragraph 2

Both Participants will make in good faith efforts to pursue measures
with the objective to promote cooperative activities in the fields of
energy. Cooperative activities under this Memorandum of
Understanding may include the following:

1. Identifying areas of mutual interest and cooperation for joint
development of new and Renewable Energy projects,
technologies, systems, devices, components, solar power
generation, CO2 capturer and utilization, solar thermal energy,
photovoltaic energy, biomass energy, and wind energy.

2. Identifying areas of mutual interest and cooperation in Energy
Efficiency in different sectors.

3. Identifying areas of mutual interest and cooperation in the field
of energy policy and planning.

Paragraph 3

The Participants will explore opportunities of mutual interest in the
area of enhancing energy security.




Péragraph 4

Participants share the view that sustainable energy policies should be
promoted and in this regard agree to cooperate and exchange know
how in order to expand expertise and promote renewable energy
sources, clean energy technologies, improved energy efficiency
measures and projects, solar power generation and carbon capture
and storage for upstream applications.

Paragraph 5

1. To implement the objectives of this Memorandum of
Understanding, the Participants will encourage the
establishment of contacts between companies in both countries
in order to stimulate business activities.

2. The Participants agree that a Joint Energy Working Group,
composed of representatives of both Participants, should be
established in due time, through the diplomatic channels, in
order to pursue the objectives of this Memorandum of
Understanding.

3. The Joint Working Group should include experts from the
competent Ministries as well as representatives of national
companies and institutions. The members of the said Group will
be appointed by the competent Ministers.

Paragraph 6

1. This Memorandum of Understanding will come into effect on the
date upon which the Participants inform each other about the
completion of their relevant internal procedures required for its
entry into effect and will remain in effect for three (3) years
provided that either Participant may terminate it, by notifying
the other Participant in writing three (3) months in advance.

2. While this Memorandum of Understanding constitutes an

expression of intent of the Parties, it does not, create any
obligations binding upon them.
