Article 1
Applicability
This Agreement is applicable to any exchange of Classificd Information
between the Parties in the field of defense, subject 1o their national taws and

regulations.

Article 2
Definitions
For the purpose of the present Agrécment:
2.1 “Classified Ihfbrmation‘”, means mi‘ormanon ar material
detummcd to require profection against unauthorued drsciusure which has been

so desighated by security classification,

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2.2 “Originating Party” means the Party to the present Agreement,
which transmits Classified Information to the other Party.

2.3 “Receiving Party” means the Party to the present Agreement,
which receives Classified Information from the other Party.

2.4 “Visitors”™ means individuals being representatives of any Party or
their commercial or industrial organizations who have been granted access to
Classified Information under the-_pfeéém Agreement on the other Party’s territory.

2.5 “Contractor” means an indi'vidual or legal entity possessing the
legal capability to undert‘ai'éé'@iggtraét&-. | : o

2.6 “Contract” ir"inégns-ﬁf-an_'_' ﬂagreemcnt between two or more Parties
creating and defining enforceable rights and obligations. |

2.7 “Classified Contrac * means a Contract, a subcontract or a project
whose elaboration and execution needs an access to Classified Information or
penerates Classified In tbi?rﬁéﬁnn;'

2.8  “Personnel Security Cicarance’ means an  administrative
determination by the Competent Security Authority or other relevant autherity
that an individual is eligible to have access to Classified Information vp to a
certain classification I.e-vel,ﬁéc'_t;mdirig. f_o the regpective Law in force,

2.9 “Facility Security  Clearance’™ means an  administrative
determination by the I'Co'mpetent Security. Authority or other relevant authority,
that, from a security point of view, a facility has the physical and organizational
capability to handle and store Classified Information up to & certain classification
level, according to the respective Law in force.

2.10  “Third Party” means States, International Organizations und
individuals, which are not defined as Parties in the Present Agreement.

2,11 "Competent Security Authority” means the authority which in
compliance with national laws and regulations is responsible for the protection of
Classified [nformation and for the implementation of the present Agreement. Such

authorities are stated in article 4 of this Agreement.

Protection of Classified Information

5.1 Aceess 1o Classified Information of the other Party shall be {imited
to those persons who have a need to know and who have been appropriately
granted a Personnel Security Clearance, corresponding to the required
classification level of the information to be accessed.

5.2 The Originating Party shall ensure that the Receiving Party is
informed of:

3.2.1  The security classification of the Classified Information and
of any conditions of release or limitations on its use, and that the Classified
Information is so marked,

522 Any subsequent change in security classification.

5.3.1  In accerdance with its national law and regulations, afford a

Translation and Reproduction

8.1 - Translation of Classified Information inay be done enly by persons

having a Personnel Security Clearance corresponding to the classification level of

the original information. The translation shall be arked with the same
classification level as the origimal, indicating that the translation contains

Classitied Information of the Originating Party.

Visits
11.1 Security experts of the Competent Security Authoritics may
periodically visit each other in order to discuss the procedures for the protection
of Clagsified Information. Visits may also be conducted between other
representatives of the Parties and/or their commercial or industrial organizations,
where necessary, for the fulfillment of co-operation Agreements and Contracts

involving Classified Information.

1.6 In cases involving a specific project or a particular contract, 2
standing Visitors List might be established with the written consent of the
Competent Security Authorities of both Parties, These Lists will be valid for an
initial period not exceeding 12 months while they may be cxtended for another
period of not exceeding 12 months. Once a list has been approved, visit
arrangemcnts may be.ma_de directly between the estabiishments or companies

involved in respect of listed individuals.

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1.7  Each P.ariy shall guarantee the protection of personal data of the

visitors in accordance with their respective national laws and regulations.

Article 12

Breach of Security

12.1  In case of a Breach of Security that results in a certain or suspected

compromise of Classified Information, originated or received [rom the other
Party, the Competent Security Authority in whose state the compromise occurred

shall inform the Competent Security’ Authority of the other Party as soon as

possible and carry out lhe apptﬁj}:rj'ﬁte investigation. The other Party shall, if’

required due o 3pec.ii_:i_"£; -cirbmn:ggjan_ws, cooperate in the investigation,
12.2  The other Party shall be informed of the results of the investigation
and shall receive the final sttement as to the reasons of the event and the extent

of the damage.

_ - Costs
13.1 Each Party shall cover its own expenses resulting from ihe

implementation of this Agreement.

Article 14
Disputes _
14.1  Any dispute concerning the interprelation/implementation or
violation of the present Agreement shall be resolved by direct consuliations
between the Parties, and will not be referred to any national or international

iribunal or third party for settlement.

Article 18
Final Provisions
15.1  The present Agreement shall enter into force on the daie of the

receipt of the last of the two written notifications by which the Parties shall inform

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each other, through diplomatic channels, of the completion of their relevant
internal procedures required for its entry into force.

152 The present Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite
period of time, Bach Party may, at any time, terminate the present Agreement,
The termination shall be notified to the other party through diplomatic channels
and produce its effect six months after the date of its receipt.

15.3 The present Agreement may be amended by mutual written
consent of the Parties.
