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AGREEMENT ON SOCIAL SECURITY

BETWEEN

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA
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THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA

Hereinafter referred to as the “Contracting States™,

Being desirous of regulating the mutual relations between their two countries in the
field of social security and having in mind that the provisions of this Agreement are
without prejudice to the rights and obligations of the Hellenic Republic arising from
its status as a Member State of the European Union; have agreed as follows:
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PART I

GENERAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 1
Definitions

In this Agreement the following terms shall have the following meaning:

1.

6.

“Legislation”: the laws, the decrees, the regulations and the ministerial
decisions associated with the social security systems referred to in Article 2 of
this Agreement.

“Competent Authority”: in relation to the Hellenic Republic, the Minister of
the Hellenic Republic who has the competency of the social security system
referred to in Article 2 of this Agreement and in relation to the Republic of
Moldova. the Central Public Authority competent for the social security
system referred to in Article 2 of this Agreement.

“Institution”: organization, institution or body competent for the application
of the legislation provisions referred to in Article 2 of this Agreement.

“Competent Institution”: the Social Security Institution with which the
person has been insured at the time of submitting his claim for benefits, or by

which the person concerned is entitled to benefits.

“Liaison Body”: the Body authorized for the efficient application of the
Agreement.

“Insured”: an insured person or a person who had been insured according to
the legal provisions of Article 2 of this Agreement.

“Family member”: member of the family according to the legal provisions of
the Contracting State that are applied.

“Residence”: a place where a person permanently resides.

“Stay”:a temporary residence.

_“Period of insurance”: a period for which contributions have been paid or

any other period, which is recognized as an insurance period, according to the
legislation of either Contracting State.

. “Benefit”: old age. survivors’ and invalidity pension including any increase or

supplement payable according to the legislation of either Contracting State as
referred to in the article 2 of this Agreement.
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In this Agreement, any other term will have the meaning assigned to it in the
national legislation of the Contracting States.

ARTICLE 2
Material Scope

1. This Agreement applies to the following legislation:

As regards the Hellenic Republic: the social security system covering pension
benefits, old age, invalidity and survivors’, of the insured with the Electronic
National Social Security Fund (e - EFKA).

As regards the Republic of Moldova: the legislation concerning the state social
security that covers the old age pension, the disability pension due to a
common illness, the disability pension and disability benefit due to the
accident at work or professional disease, the survivor’s pension.

b

. This Agreement shall equally apply to all legislation, which changes or modifies
the legislation referred to in paragraph 1 of this article.

3. The Agreement shall also apply to the legislation of one Contracting State, which
extends the field of application to new categories of insured or beneficiaries.
However, this Contracting State may notify the other Contracting State, within
three (3) months since the legislation came into force that the Agreement shall not
apply to these categories.

4. The Agreement shall not apply to legislation covering a new branch of social
security, unless this Agreement has been modified to that effect.

ARTICLE 3
Personal Scope

This Agreement shall apply to the persons of the two Contracting States who are or
have been subject to the legislation of one or both Contracting States or have acquired
rights by virtue of that legislation.

ARTICLE 4
Equality of Treatment

Unless otherwise provided by this Agreement, the persons referred to in article 3 of
the Agreement shall enjoy the same rights and shall have the same obligations under
the same conditions, as the nationals of the other Contracting State to whose
legislation they are subject to.
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ARTICLE §
Export of Benefits

The benefits referred to in article 1 paragraph 11 that fall under the material scope
of this Agreement, as described in article 2 paragraph 1, shall be paid according to
the legislation of one Contracting State to the beneficiaries who have their
residence or stay in the territory of the other Contracting State.

. Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, the benefits referred to in paragraph

1 of this article cannot be reduced, suspended or cancelled for the reason that the
beneficiary has residence or stay in the territory of the other Contracting State.

. The paragraph 1 of this article, as concerns the Republic of Moldova, shall not

apply to the state benefits, seniority pensions and special pensions allocated in
accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Moldova.

PART 11

PROVISIONS CONCERNING THE APPLICABLE LEGISLATION

ARTICLE 6
General Rule

Notwithstanding articles 7, 8, 9 and 10 of this Agreement, the person who works as an
employee or self-employed in the territory of one Contracting State is subject only to
the legislation of that Contracting State.

1.

ARTICLE 7
Special Provisions

A person who is subject to the legislation of one Contracting State and is
temporarily detached by his employer, for a period not exceeding twenty-four (24)
months, to the territory of the other Contracting State shall, with respect to that
employment, be subject only to the legislation of the first Contracting State during
the detachment period. However, the application of the legislation of the first
Contracting State may be extended for twenty-four (24) more months, provided
that the Competent Authority of the Hellenic Republic and the Competent
Institution of the Republic of Moldova give their approval.

A person normally pursuing an activity as an employee in both Contracting States
is subject to the legislation of the Contracting State where this person has the
residence.

. A self-employed person in the territory of one Contracting State is subject to the

legislation of this Contracting State, even if this person’s residence is in the
territory of the other Contracting State.
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A person who exercises self-employed activity in the territory of both Contracting
States is subject to the legislation of the Contracting State where this person has
the residence.

A person who exercises self-employed activity in the territory of one Contracting
State who is going to exercise similar activities in the territory of the other
Contracting State, continues to be subject to the legislation of the first Contracting
State, provided that the expected duration of this activity does not exceed twelve
(12) months. Upon the approval by the Competent Authority of the Hellenic
Republic and the Competent Institution of the Republic of Moldova, the above
period may be extended for twelve (12) more months.

An employee in the territory of one Contracting State, who is in parallel self-
employed in the territory of the other Contracting State is subject to the legislation
of the Contracting State in whose territory the person is an employee.

A person employed in a branch or a permanent agency of an employer, whose head
office is in the territory of one Contracting State, while the branch or the
permanent agency is in the territory of the other Contracting State, is subject only
to the legislation of the Contracting State in whose territory the branch or
permanent agency is located.

ARTICLE 8
Personnel Employed in International Transport

. A person working for an employer, who on behalf of others or on his or her own

account conducts international transports and works in the territory of both
Contracting States, is subject to the legislation of the Contracting State in whose
territory is the employer’s head office.

Crew members and other persons employed on board a vessel are subject to the
legislation of the Contracting State of the vessel’s flying flag.

Persons that perform the activity of loading and unloading vessels, repairs and vessel
supervision at the harbor of the other Contracting State are subject to the legislation of
the Contracting State where the harbor is located.

ARTICLE 9
Person in Public or State Service

. A civil servant shall be subject to the legislation of the Contracting State to which

the administration employing him/her is subject.

A person residing in the territory of one Contracting State being in public or in state
service for the other Contracting State shall be subject only to the legislation of the
State he resides. However, if that person is a national of the Contracting State by
which he is employed, then he may, within six (6) months from the beginning of his

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employment or from the coming into force of this Agreement, choose to be subject
only to the legislation of the Contracting State in which he/she is employed.

ARTICLE 10
Diplomatic and Consular Relations

This Agreement shall not affect the provisions of the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic
Relations of the 18" of April 1961 nor the Vienna Convention on Consular Relations of
the 24" of April 1963.

ARTICLE 11
Derogation from Provisions concerning the Applicable Legislation

The Competent Authority of the Hellenic Republic and the Competent Institution of the
Republic of Moldova may, by common agreement, derogate from the provisions of
Articles 6, 7, 8 and 9 of the present Agreement with respect to any person or a category
of persons at their request or at the request of their employers.

ARTICLE 12
Voluntary Insurance by virtue of the Hellenic legislation

In determining eligibility for the voluntary continuation of insurance of a person
according to the Hellenic legislation, the mandatory insurance periods that the person
has completed under the legislation of the Republic of Moldova, will be aggregated to
insurance periods completed under the Hellenic legislation, provided that the person
satisfies all other requirements defined by the Hellenic legislation.

PART 111

PROVISIONS CONCERNING OLD AGE, DISABILITY AND SURVIVORS’
BENEFITS

ARTICLE 13
Principle of Totalization

1. When according to the legislation of one Contracting State, the acquisition, retention
or recovery of right to a benefit has a requirement of completing periods of insurance,
the Competent Institution of that Contracting State, only in the case that the
conditions for the establishment of the right to the benefit are not met when only the
national legislation of the first Contracting State is applied, shall totalize the
completed periods of insurance according to the legislation of the other Contracting
State as if they were completed according to its own legislation, provided that they do
not overlap.

2. If a person is not entitled to a benefit after the totalization referred to in paragraph 1

of this article, the periods of insurance completed under the legislation of a third State
bound to each Contracting State by a Bilateral Agreement on Social Security which

7
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includes the provisions relative to the totalization of periods of insurance, shall be
taken into account by the Competent Institution for the entitlement to a benefit in
accordance with the provisions of the present Agreement, provided that they do not
overlap.

ARTICLE 14
Minimum Insurance Period for Totalization

I. In case the total period of insurance completed by a person according to the
legislation of one Contracting State is less than twelve (12) months, the right to a
benefit is not established. unless according to that legislation, there is a right to a
benefit if taking into account only this period.

2. The insurance period of paragraph 1 of the present article, according to which no
right to benefit is established from the Competent Institution of one Contracting State,
is taken into account by the Competent Institution of the other Contracting State as if
completed according to its legislation, for acquiring, retaining and recovering the
right to a benefit as well as for determining the amount of the benefit.

ARTICLE 15
Calculation of Benefits under the Legislation of the Republic of Moldova

1. If the entitlement to benefits can be granted in accordance with the legislation of
the Republic of Moldova without the application of the provisions of Article 13 of this
Agreement, the Competent Institution will calculate the amount of the benefits only
based on the insurance periods completed according to the legislation it applies.

2. If the person concerned is entitled to benefits in accordance with the legislation of
the Republic of Moldova, only by applying Article 13 of this Agreement, the
competent institution will calculate the benefits as follows:

a. the competent institution of the Republic of Moldova will calculate the theoretical
amount of the benefit taking into account all the insurance periods completed in
accordance with the legislation of the two Contracting States as if it were completed
only in accordance with the legislation applied by the institution;

b. based on the calculated amount specified above, the actual amount of the benefit
will be calculated as a ratio between the duration of the insurance periods completed
exclusively in accordance with its own legislation and the total of the insurance
periods taken into account to calculating the benefit.

3, If the benefits in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Moldova are
calculated on the basis of incomes or contributions paid according to its legislation,
the competent institution will take into account the incomes and contributions paid
exclusively according to the legislation it applies.
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ARTICLE 16
Calculation of Benefits under the Greek Legislation

The Greek benefit is calculated as follows:

1. If a person who is subject to the legislation of both Contracting States, satisfies the
conditions for establishing eligibility for old age, invalidity and survivor’s benefits for
oneself and dependants in accordance with the Greek legislation regardless of the
provisions of the article 13 of this Agreement, the Greek Competent Institution
determines the amount of benefit on the basis of insurance and residence periods
completed in accordance with the legislation it applies.

2. If the person concerned in paragraph 1 of this Article is entitled to a benefit
exclusively due to implementation of the provisions of Article 13 of this Agreement,
the Competent Institution of Greece will aggregate the insurance periods completed in
the Republic of Moldova, which have been recognized on the basis of the paragraph 4
of this Article, with the insurance and residence periods credited in accordance with
the Greek legislation.

3. The Greek Competent Institution shall determine the amount of the benefit
established according to the provisions of Article 13 of this Agreement as follows:

3.1 The Greek Competent Institution shall first calculate the theoretical amount of the
benefit as if the periods of insurance and residence, aggregated according to the
paragraph 2 of this Article, had been completed under the legislation it applies.

3.2 For the calculation of the theoretical amount the Competent Institution shall take
into account earnings, income, contributions or average contributions paid during the
insurance period, as treated by the Greek legislation.

3.3 If the theoretical amount determined in subparagraphs 3.1 and 3.2 of this
paragraph is less than the minimum amount of the requested benefit and on the
condition that is provided by the Greek legislation, then this is regarded as theoretical
amount.

3.4 If the amount of benefit is not dependent on the length of the insurance periods.
this amount is regarded as theoretical amount.

3.5 Based on the theoretical amount calculated according to the preceding
subparagraphs of this paragraph, the Competent Institution shall calculate the pro -
rata benefit by multiplying the theoretical amount over the ratio between the insurance
and residence periods completed in accordance with the legislation it applies and the
total of insurance and residence periods as aggregated according to paragraph 2 of this
Article.

3.6 If the total duration of insurance and residence periods taken into account in
accordance with paragraph 2 of this Article exceeds the maximum duration provided
by the Greek legislation regarding the calculation of full benefit, the Competent
Institution shall determine the amount of the benefit according to the periods
completed in accordance with the Greek legislation and the maximum duration of
insurance and residence periods required for the determination of the full benefit.

4. For the purposes of this Article, the Greek Competent Institution shall recognize
300 days or 360 days (for seafarers) or 12 months or one year for each year of
insurance and 25 days or 30 days (for seafarers) for each month of insurance certified
by the Competent Institution of the Republic of Moldova.

In applying Article 13 of this Agreement, the insurance period, which according to
legislation of the Republic of Moldova is calculated with increased duration, shall be
taken into account only for its actual duration.

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PART IV
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 17
Administrative Arrangement

The terms and conditions for the application of the provisions of the present
Agreement shall be set out in an Administrative Arrangement to be agreed upon by
the Competent Authorities, it shall be considered as integral part of this Agreement.

The Liaison Bodies and Competent Institutions of each Contracting State shall be
designated in the Administrative Arrangement for the implementation of the
provisions of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 18
Claim for Benefits

. A claim for a benefit based on this Agreement shall be submitted in one of the two

Contracting States in accordance with the provisions of the Administrative
Arrangement.

A claim for a benefit submitted under the legislation of one Contracting State, after
the date of the coming into force of the Agreement, shall be deemed to be a claim for
a corresponding benefit under the legislation of the other Contracting State.

. The provisions of paragraph 2 of this Article shall not impede a person from

deferment of his/her claim for benefits, under the legislation of the other Contracting
State

ARTICLE 19
Payment of Benefits

. Benefits which are provided for in the present Agreement shall be paid directly to the

beneficiaries, by the Competent Institution of each Contracting State, in its national
currency, without any deduction for administrative expenses.

If the beneficiary resides in the territory of the other Contracting State the benefit
shall be paid in euro.

ARTICLE 20
Time Limit for Requests, Appeals and Documents

. A request, appeal or other document which. under the legislation of one of the

Contracting States, should have been submitted within a prescribed time to the
Competent Authority or Institution of the Hellenic Republic or to the Competent
Institution of the Republic of Moldova shall be accepted, if it is submitted within the

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same specified time to the Competent Authority or Institution of the Hellenic
Republic or to the Competent Institution of the Republic of Moldova. In this case, the
Competent Authority or Institution shall forward, without delay, this request, appeal
or other document to the Competent Authority or Institution of the other Contracting
State.

. The date on which the request, appeal or other document is submitted to the
Competent Authority or Institution of one Contracting State shall be considered as the
date of submission to the Competent Authority or Institution of the other Contracting
State.

ARTICLE 21
Medical Reports

. At the request of the Competent Institution of one Contracting State, the Competent
Institution of the other Contracting State shall provide the medical certificates and
other medical reports in its possession about the disability (and/or work ability) of a
beneficiary or an applicant, free of charge.

. In case the Competent Institution of one Contracting State requests from the
Competent Institution of the other Contracting State, through Liaison Body, to
medically examine a person residing or staying in the territory of the latter
Contracting State, this Institution shall proceed to the medical examination according
to its legislation and on expenses of the Institution requesting the examination.

ARTICLE 22
Exemption of Expenses and Authentication Procedures

. Any exemption or reduction of expenses provided for in the legislation of one
Contracting State relative to the issuance of a certificate or document which is
required for the application of that legislation, shall include the certificates and
documents required for the application of the legislation of the other Contracting
State, according to this Agreement.

. Any document which is required to be exchanged between the Competent Institutions
of the two Contracting States for the application of this Agreement shall be exempt
from authentication procedures by diplomatic or consular authorities or from any
other similar procedure, as provided by the national legislation of each Contracting
State.

ARTICLE 23
Protection of Personal Data

. When according to this Agreement, the Competent Authorities or Institutions of one
Contracting State provide personal data to the Competent Authorities or Institutions
of the other Contracting State, the data provided is subject to the legislation about
protection of personal data of the Contracting State that has provided the personal
data. Any subsequent data transmission, as well as retention, modification or

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destruction of these data is subject to legislation about protection of personal data of
the Contracting State that receives the data.

The use of the personal data for purposes other than those of social insurance is
subject to the approval of the interested person or to other guarantees provided by

national legislation.

ARTICLE 24
Administrative Cooperation

The Competent Authorities, Institutions and the Liaison Bodies shall:

Exchange any information required for the application of this Agreement.

Assist each other, free of charge. in any matter regarding the application of this
Agreement.

Forward to each other any information on measures adopted for the application of this
Agreement or on modifications and additions of the corresponding legislation in case
such modifications and additions affect the application of this Agreement.

Notify each other on any problem that may result from the interpretation or the
application of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 25
Communication

. The Competent Authorities, Competent Institutions and the Liaison Bodies of both

Contracting States shall communicate with each other in each Contracting State’s
official language or in English.

The Competent Authorities, Competent Institutions and Liaison Bodies of one
Contracting State shall not reject the requests, appeals or other documents on the
grounds that they are done in the official language of the other Contracting State.

ARTICLE 26
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute that may arise concerning the interpretation or implementation of the
present Agreement shall be settled through consultations or negotiations between the
Competent Authorities.

PART V
TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS
ARTICLE 27
Transitional Provisions

No rights are conferred based on the present Agreement prior to the date of its entry
into force.

. For the application of Part III of the present Agreement and without prejudice to the
provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article:

2.1 The periods of insurance completed prior to the date this Agreement enters into
force, shall be taken into account for the entitlement to a benefit under the present
Agreement.

2.2 All events taking place prior to the date this Agreement enters into force, shall be
taken into account.

ARTICLE 28
Entry into Force and Duration of the Agreement

. This Agreement is subject to ratification procedures.

. Each Contracting State shall notify the other Contracting State through diplomatic
channels, when the internal procedures required for the entry into force of this
Agreement have been completed.

. This Agreement shall enter into force on the first day of the third month following the
month of the receipt of the last notification mentioned in paragraph 2 of this Article.

. The present Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time. It can be
denounced by one Contracting State upon written notification addressed, through the
diplomatic channels to the other Contracting State. In case of denunciation the present
Agreement shall remain in force for six (6) months from the date of receipt of the
notification of denunciation.

. If this Agreement is terminated, all rights acquired under the provisions of this
Agreement and rights in the process of being acquired until the date of termination of
the Agreement shall remain in force.

. The present Agreement may be supplemented or amended by the mutual consent of
the Contracting Sates. Such supplements or amendments shall enter into force
through the same procedure as this is provided for the present Agreement.

In witness thereof, the undersigned duly empowered, have signed the present
Agreement.

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ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENT

IMPLEMENTING THE AGREEMENT ON SOCIAL SECURITY

BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA
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In accordance with article 17, paragraph 1 of the Agreement on Social Security
between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Moldova, (hereinafter Agreement)
signed onBaAl. in(lisixthe Competent Authorities of the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Moldova have agreed on the following provisions of this Administrative
Arrangement to implement the Agreement.
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PART I
GENERAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 1
Definitions

In this Administrative Arrangement, the definitions are to be used with the same
meaning given to them in Article 1 of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 2
Liaison Bodies

—

. According to the provisions of paragraph 2 of Article 17 of the Agreement, the
Liaison Bodies are:
As regards the Hellenic Republic: the Electronic National Social Security Fund (e-
EFKA).
As regards the Republic of Moldova: the National Office of Social Insurance
(CNAS)

. For the implementation of the Agreement and the Administrative Arrangement, the
Liaison Bodies referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article will cooperate, provide
mutual assistance and be able to communicate with each other, the Competent
Institutions, the persons concerned or with the persons authorized by them.

3. The Liaison Bodies referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article will determine the
procedures and the relevant bilingual forms (Greek-Romanian or Romanian-
Greek) necessary for the implementation of the Agreement and the Administrative
Arrangement.

ARTICLE 3
Institutions /Competent Institutions

1. According to paragraph 3 of Article 1 of the Agreement, the Institutions are:
As regards the Hellenic Republic: the Electronic National Social Security Fund
(e - EFKA).
As regards the Republic of Moldova: the National Office of Social Insurance
(CNAS) and the National Council for Determining Disability and Work Capacity
(CNDDCM).

2. According to paragraph 4 of Article 1 of the Agreement, the Competent Institutions
are:
As regards the Hellenic Republic: the Electronic National Social Security Fund
(e - EFKA). .
As regards the Republic of Moldova: the National Office of Social Insurance
(CNAS)

PART II
PROVISIONS ON APPLICABLE LEGISLATION

ARTICLE 4
Implementation of Articles 6 to 11 of the Agreement.

. For the implementation of Articles 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11 of the Agreement, the

applicable legislation is certified in an agreed bilingual form (Greek - Romanian or
Romanian - Greek) by the Competent Institution of the Contracting State, whose
legislation is applicable for a specific period of time.

. The form referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be issued upon request of

the worker or the employer or the self-employed person for the purposes of:

- The implementation of the legislation of Greece, by an organic unit or units of the
Electronic National Social Security Fund (e - EFKA).

- The implementation of the legislation of the Republic of Moldova by the National
Office of Social Insurance (CNAS).

. The form referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article is provided prior to the

movement of the interested person for the pursuit of an activity. In case this is not
possible, providing the form ex post is allowed.

. The Competent Institutions referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article will exchange

the forms provided for this purpose.
PART III
OLD AGE, DISABILITY AND SURVIVORS’ PENSIONS

ARTICLE 5
Lodgment of claims

. An application for a benefit under the legislation of a Contracting State, which is

submitted after the date of entry into force of the Agreement, shall be deemed as an
application for the corresponding benefit according to the legislation of the other
Contracting State, under the condition that the applicant at the time of submitting
the application:

1.1. requests that it shall be considered as an application according to the
legislation of the other Contracting State or

1.2. provides information that indicates which periods of insurance have been
completed under the legislation of the other Contracting State.

. The provision of paragraph 1 of this Article is not applied if the claimant chooses

the deferment of his/her application for a benefit under the legislation of the other
Contracting State.

. The Competent Institution receiving the application form registers the personal data

of the claimant, the application date and transmits without delay the agreed
bilingual form attaching the relevant original documents or the certified copies of
them to the Competent Institution of the other Contracting State.
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4. The Competent Institution notifying the application date in the agreed bilingual
form certifies the insurance periods taken into account according to its applied
legislation and provides information on the pensions eventually paid to the
claimant.

5. In relation to an application for a disability benefit, in virtue of the provisions laid
in the Article 2 of the Agreement, the relevant medical documents and detailed
Medical Report shall be attached to the agreed bilingual liaison forms.

ARTICLE 6
Notification related to the decision on the right for a benefit

The Competent Institutions will inform each other through the bilingual liaison forms,
after the completion of the procedure regarding the right to a benefit, as follows:

1. In case that a benefit is established, the type of the benefit, the starting date of the
benefit, the periodicity of the payment and the amount of the benefit.

2. In case of rejection, the type of the benefit, the reasons for rejection of this
application and the date of decision.

3. The periods of insurance, in case such periods have not been notified to the other
Contracting State or if they have been modified.

4. The events related to the payment of benefits, such as the date of the first payment,
the suspension date or termination of the benefit.

ARTICLE 7
Payment of Benefit - Life Certificate

I. The Competent Institutions are obliged to pay the benefit either directly to the
beneficiary's account or by any other means provided by the current legislation of
each Contracting State.

2. The Beneficiary who receives a benefit from one Contracting State and has his
place of residence in the territory of the other Contracting State shall each year
submit a life certificate to the Competent Institution of the first Contracting State
certificated by an Embassy, Consulate, Competent Institution or any other Public
Authority of one of each of the Contracting States.

PART IV
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 8
Reimbursement between Institutions

1. When the Competent Institution of one Contracting State has produced medical
examinations or medical reports upon request of the other Contracting State, in
accordance with the provisions of Article 21 of the Agreement, will forward
directly to the other Competent Institution, at the end of each calendar year, the
report of the relevant costs incurred on its account during the mentioned year.
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Each debtor Institution will reimburse the amount of the costs due at the Institution
of the other Contracting State within twelve (12) months from the date that the
applications of costs reimbursement have been received, in accordance with the
provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article.

ARTICLE 9
Exchange of statistical data

By the end of March of each year, the Liaison Bodies will exchange data on benefits
paid to beneficiaries under the Agreement in the previous calendar year. The data will
refer to the type of benefit, the number of beneficiaries and the amounts paid.

PART V
FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 10
Settlement of disputes

Any disputes that may arise in the interpretation or implementation of this
Administrative Arrangement shall be resolved through consultations or negotiations
between the Competent Authorities.

ARTICLE 11
Entry into force and duration

1. The Administrative Arrangement enters into force and expires on the same date as
the Agreement.

2. The present Administrative Arrangement may be supplemented and amended, in
accordance with the procedure provided in the Article 28 of the Agreement.
