TO U5, SPECIAL OPERATIONS COMMAND
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The Ministry of National Defense of the Hellenic Republic (MND), as represented by the
Hellenic Special Warfare Command (Hellenic SWC), and the Depantment of Defense (DoD)) of
the United States of America (U.S.), as represented by U.S. Special Operations Command
(US50C0M) (hereinafter referred to together as “Parties” and individually as a "Party™), hereby
agree to the following terms and conditions regarding the assignment and non-reciprocal
exchange of Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel to U.S. Special Operations Command.

The Parties recognize that the Apreement Between the Parties to the North Atlantic
Treaty Reganding the Staws of Their Forces (NATO SOFA), done at London on June 19, 1951,
is applicable to this Memorandum of Agreement (MOA).

The Parties recognize that the Comprehensive Technical Agreement Between the
Hellenic Republic and the United States of America (CTA), signed at Brussels on June 13, 2001,
and entered into force April 8, 2003, is also applicable to this MOA.

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

In addition tw any terms defined in other provisions of this Memorandum of Agreement
(MOA), the following terms shall have the following meanings when used herein:

1.1,  "Classified Information” shall mean information thar is generated by or for the
Government of the United States of America or the Government of the Hellenic Republic or that

15 under the jurisdiction or control of one of them, and that requires protection in the interests of
national security and is so designated by the application of a security classification marking, The
information may be in oral, visual, magnetic, or documentary form, or in the form of equipment

“or technology.

12, "Contact Officer” shall mean the USSOCOM official designated in Wwriting 1o oversee
and control all contacts, requests for information, consultations, access, and other activities of
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel who are assigned 1o, or are visiting, USS50C0M._

1.3 " Janssifi ion” shall mean unclassified information 1o
which access or distribution limitations have been applied in accordance with the national laws
and regulations of the United States of America. It includes information that is exempt from
public disclosere or that is subject 1 export controls.

14.  “Dependent” shall mean the spouse of a member of a force or a civilian component, or a
child of such member depending on him or her for support. Dependent shall also include a
parent of the member of the force or the civilian component, or of the spouse of such member,
who is financially or for reasons of health dependent upon and supponed by such 3 member, who



shares the quarters occupled by such a member, and who is recognized as a dependent of such
member by the military authorities of the Hellenic Republic.

1.5. "Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel™ shall mean a military member of the Parent Party
who, upon approval or certification of the Host Party or Host Government, is assigned to a unit
of the Host Party in accordance with the terms of this MOA.

.I;E. "Hgst Government™ shall mean the 1.5, Government.

1.6.1, “Ceographic Host Govemnment™ means the government specified in Annex A
(Terms of Reference and Legal Status Certification and Annex B (Position Description Format
far Hellenic Republic Defense Persannel Positions with U.S. Special Operations Command) to
thiz MOA.

1.7.  "Host Party” shall mean the U.S. DaD, as represented by USS0COM.

1.8, “Intemational Visits Program (IVE)" shall mean the program established to process visits
by, and assignments of, foreign representatives to U.S. DoD Components and U.S. DoD
contractor facilities. Tt is designed to ensure that Classified Information and CUI to be disclosed
lo foreign nationals has been properly authorized for disclosure to their governments; that the
requesting foreign government provides a SeCurity assurance on such foreign nationals and their
sponsoring organization or firm, when Classified Information s involved in the wisit or
assignment: and that administrative ammangements (e.g., date, time, and place) for the visit of
assignment are provided.

1.9, “Parent Government” shall mean the Government of the Hellenic Republic.

1.10. "Parent Party" shall mean the MND of the Hellenic Republic, as represented by the
Hellenic SWC.

111, “Security Assyrapre” shall mean a written confirmation, requested by and exchanged
between governments, that contains the following elements: verification of the personnel
securlty clearance level of the providing government’s citizens or nationals; a statement by a
responsible offickal of the providing government that the recipient of the information is approved
by the government for access to information of the security classification involved on behalf of
the government; and an obligation that the government shall ensure compliance with any security
agreements or other security requirements specified by either government.



ARTICLE Il
SCOPE

21.  This MOA establishes the terms and conditions under which Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel may be assigned 1o USSOCOM 1o fulfill USSOCOM operational requirements while
providing work experience and muliinational interoperability proficiency maintenance to
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel assigned. This assignment is non-reciprocal. Assigned
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall gain operational expertise and technical knowledge
while providing operational support to USSOCOM. Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel may
only be assigned positions as set oul in a position description (PD) specified at Annex B
{Position Description for Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel Positions with U.5. Special
Operations Command) to this MOA, The Annexes to this MOA are an integral part hereof and
include additional conditions and prerequisites specific to the particular assignments.

22,  The assignment of each Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel to a position under this
MOA and its Annexes shall be based upon the demonstrated need for, and the mumal benefit of,
such position to the Host Party. Once established, each Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel
position shall be subject to review by both Parties six months prior to the end of any tour of duty
of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel to ensure that the position continues to be
required by, and is of benefit to, the Host Party. 1f the Host Party determines that a Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel position is no longer required and is not beneficial o the Host Party,
the Hellenic Republic Defense Personne] position may be terminated in accordance with Article
XI (Entry into Force, Amendment, Duration, and Termination) of this MOA.

2.3,  Commencement of a Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel assignment shall be subject to
any requirement that may be imposed by the Host Party, Host Government, or Geographic Host
Government regarding formal certification or approval of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel, including evidence of required security clearances. Requests for assignment pursuant
to this MOA shall be processed pursuam 1o the IVP, as defined in Article | {Definitions) of this
MOA,

2.4.  An individual may serve as assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel 1o only one
LL5. DoD organization at a time, as set out in a PD specified al Annex B (Position Description
for Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel Positions With 1S, Special Operations Command) to
this MOA.

ARTICLE I11
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

11. The assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall perform duties as set out in one
of the PDs specified in Annex B (Position Description for Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel
Positions With U.S. Special Operations Command) to this MOA and perform related tasks as
specified by the Host Party supervisors and commanders and as contemplated and permitted by
this MOA. Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel must possess the prerequisite grade,
skill, training, academic qualifications, qualifications (including flight qualifications if relevant
to the position), Fnglish Comprehenston Level (ECL), Oral Proficiency Interview (OPL) level,
and security clearance as described in the PD. The Parent Party shall provide the required
qualification information of each potential Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel to the Host
Party' six months prior to the commencement of assignment. The Host Party shall review
qualifications of prospective Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel for approval. The Host Party
may disapprove assignment of any proposed Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel who does not
meet the qualifications or who cannot safely perform the duties of the position. This decision
shall be within the sale discretion of the Host Party.

12, The normal tour of duty for assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel, exclusive of
wravel time between countries, shall be set out in a P13 specified at Annex B (Position Description
for Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel Positions with U5, Special Operations Command) to
this MOA. Exceptions and/or adjustments to the normal tour length shall require mutual written
approval of the Parties. Any time required for qualification, orentation, certification, and'or
Familiarization shall be in addition ta the tour length,

33.  Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall not perform duties reserved by the
laws of regulations of the Host Government or Host Party to officers or employees of the Host
Government or Host Party., Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall be required to
respect all applicable Host Govemment and Geographic Host Government and Host Party
policies, procedures, laws, and regulations, including those relating to security.

9.4, Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall not be granted blanket access to
wotk areas, technical data, or information of the Host Government or Host Party, whether or not
classified. Assipned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall be granted access to work areas,
technical data, or information of the Host Government or Host Party to the extent necessary to
fulfill Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel duties. Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel may visit Host Government and contractor facilities as authorized by the Host Party,

35 Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Persorme| shall not be permitted to participate in
exercises, deployments, or civil-military actions, unless expressly authorized to do 50 in writing
by both the Host Party and Parent Party.



3.6. The Host Panty shall not place or keep assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel in
duty assignments in which direct hostilities are likely to occur or have commenced, unless
approved, in writing, by both the Parent Party and Host Party.

3.7.  While on duty, Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall wear the order of dress that
most closely conforms to the order of dress for the Host Pany, and, if requested by the Host
Party, Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall also wear such identification mecessary to
identify the Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel’s nationality, rank. and status as Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel, Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall be required to
comply with the customs of the Host Party with respect to the wearing of civilian clothing, The
Host Party shall issue appropriate weather and service protective uniforms and equipment where
the Parent Party does not have such uniforms or equipment. Such uniforms and equipment shall
be remumed at the end of the Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel's tour of duty. Any loss or
damage, fair wear and tear excepted, shall be paid for by the Parent Party.

3.8, The Host Pary shall assign a Contact Officer to provide guidance to assigned Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel conceming these requirements.  In addition, the Contact Officer
shall arrange for activities and coordinate access o facilities and information consistent with the
purpose of this MOA.

ARTICLE IV
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

4.1,  Unless otherwise indicated in this MOA, the Parent Party shall be responsible for all
costs and expenses of assipned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel, including, but not limited
to:

4.1.1. All basic pay, salary, and allowances, including per diem, of assigned Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel.

4.1.2. All travel by assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel’s dependents, including, but not limited 1o, ravel to and from the
country of the Host Party, or the location of the duty assignment as specified in the PD, as
applicable.

4.1.3. All costs of living, including costs and expenses associated with the assignment or
placement at the Host Party's location, or the location of the duty assignment as specified in the
PD, as applicable, of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependents,
including travel, housing, food and messing, and medical and dental services, unless specifically
stated otherwise in an applicable international agreement,

4.1.4. Compensation for loss of, or damage to, the personal property of assigned
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependenis.



4.1.5. All costs and expenses associated with preparation and shipment of remains and
funeral expenses associated with the death of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel or
his or her dependents, unless specifically stated otherwise in an applicable international
agreement.

4.1.6. All costs and expenses associated with the movement or storage of household
effects of the assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependents as
authorized by the Parent Party.

41.7. All costs and expenses associated with language or other formal training as
requested by the Parent Party for assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel.

4.1.8. All costs and expenses associated with the retum of assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel, including his or her dependents, whose assignment has ended or been
terminated.

4.1.9. All temporary duty expenses, when directed by the Parent Party, shall be paid for
by the Parent Party.

4.2, The Host Party shall be responsible for the costs of the following:

4.2.1. Informal training of the assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel provided
by the Host Party conducted to familiarize, orient, or certify Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel regarding unique aspects of the assignment as specified in the PD in Annex B
{Position Description for Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel Positions with U.5. Special
Operations Command) to this MOA.

4.2.2. Office space, equipment (on loan), and other clerical support raquired to perform
the duties of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel.

423, All temparary duty expenses when directed by the Host Party.

ARTICLE V
SECURITY

5.1, The Host Party shall establish the maximum substantive scope and classification levels
within which the disclosure of any Classified Information or CUI to assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel shall be permitted. The Host Party shall inform the Parent Party of the level
of security clearance required to permit assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel's access
to such information. Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel's access to such information
and facilities shall be consistent with, and limited by, the terms of hisher assignment, the
provisions of this Article, and any other agreements or arrangements berween the Parties or their
Governments conceming access to such information and facilities. Further, access shall a all
times be limited to the minimum required to accomplish the purposes of this MOA, and, at its
discretion, the Host Party may prohibit assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel's right of
access 10 any Host Panty computer system or facility or require that such access be supervised by
Host Party personnel. MNothing in this MOA shall be construed by the Parties to authorize
unfettered access to Classified Information or CUL residing in the Host Pany's facilities or
COMPALETr SySEEms,

2.2, The Parent Party shall cause a Security Assurance 1o be filed, throegh the Embassy of the
Hellenic Republic in Washington, D.C., stating the security clearance for Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel being assigned by the Parent Party. The Security Assurance shall be prepared
and forwarded through prescribed channels in compliance with established Host Party
procedures. In this case, the prescribed channels shall be the IVP, as defined in Aricle T
(Definitions) of this MOA.

5.3. The Host Party shall ensure that each assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel is
tully cognizant of, and complies with, applicable laws and regulations concerning the protection
of intellectual property rights and proprietary information (such as patents, copyrights, know-
how, and trade secrets), Classified Information, and CUI disclosed 1o assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel, This duty shall apply both during and afier termination of assignment as
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel, Prior to taking up duties, Hellenic Republic Defense
Personned shall be required to sign a certification using the template sex forth in Annex A (Terms
of Reference and Legal Staus Cenification) to this MOA. Only individuals who execule a
Terms of Reference and Legal Stawus Certification shall be permitied to serve as Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel with USSOCOM.

54.  The Parent Party shall ensure that assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel, at all
times, respects the secuerity laws, regulations, and procedures of the Host Government and
Geographic Host Government, as applicable.  Any violation of security laws, regulations, or
procedures by an assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel during his or her assignment
shall be reponed o the Parent Party for appropriate action. Upan request by the Host Party, the
Parent Party shall remove any Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel who violates security laws,
regulations, or procedures during his or her assignment.

5.5  All Classified [nformation made available to assipned Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel shall be considered Classified Information furnished to the Parent Government, and
shall be subject to all provisions and safeguards provided for under the General Security of
Military Information Agreement Between the United States of America and Greece, which
entered into force Janoary 7, 1586,

5.6.  Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall not take custody of Classified
Information or CUI in tangible form (for example, documents or electronic [files), except as
expressly permitted by the terms of the Host Party certification of assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel {and requested in writing by the Parent Government) for the following
situations:

5.6.1. Couriers, Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel may take custody of
Classified Information to perform courier functions, when authorized by the Host Party
certification for assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel. The Classified Information shall
be packaged and receipted for in compliance with Host Party requirements.

562, On-Site Storage.  Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel may be
furnished a secure container for the temporary storage of Classified Information, consistent with
the terms of the certification, provided the security responsibility and controf of the container and
its content remains with the Host Party.

ARTICLE VI
TECHNICAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS

6.1. Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall be under the direction and
operational control of the Host Party’s unit commander or designated representative.
Administration and control of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall be in
accordance with Host Party's national laws and regulations.

6.2. To the extent authorized by the laws and regulations of the Host Government, and in
accordance with Article TV (Financial Amrangements) of this MOA, the Host Party may provide
such administrative suppont as is necessary for assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel to
perform duties assigned pursuant to this MOA.

6.3. The Host Party shall determine the normal working hours for assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel.

6.4,  Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel may be granted leave according to their
entitlements under the regulations of the Parent Party, provided such leave is approved by the
Parent Party and coordinated with the applicable Host Party's unit commander or his or her
designated representative. The leave and holiday schedule for assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel shall be commensurate with the Host Party's unit’s schedule.

6.5. Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependents shall be
provided care in military medical and dental facilities to the extent permitted by applicable
national law, policy, and international agreements. When a reciprocal agreement for health care
exists between the Parties, the access entitlements of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel and his or her dependents are specified in such agreement. Except as specifically
provided by agreement or Host Party law and policy, each assigned Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel shall be responsible for all medical and dental costs incurred by such Hellenic
Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependents. The Parent Party shall be responsible for
familiarizing itself with the medical and dental services available to each Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel and his or her dependents. The Parent Party shall ensure that each assigned
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependents are physically fit prior to the
assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel's tour of duty,

6.5,  Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her accompanying dependents
may be accorded the use of DoD commissaries, exchanges, theaters, and similar morale and
welfare facilities, to the extent USSOCOM personnel are authorized to use such coOmmissaries,
exchanges, theaters, and similar morale and welfare facilities, in accordance with existing
regulations and policies.

6.7.  To the extent permitted by the laws and regulations of the Host Government and Host
Party, and subject to reimbursement by the Parent Party or the assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel, the Host Party may provide, if available, housing and messing facilities for
assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and his or her dependenis. 1f housing and
messing facilities are not provided by the Host Panty, the Host Party shall use reasenable efforts
i0 assist the Parent Party in locating suitable accommodations.

68.  The Parent Party shall ensure that assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and all
accompanying dependents have all documentation required by the Host Government, or
Geographic Host Government, as applicable, for enoy into, and exit from, the country of the
Host Government or Geographic Host Government at the time of such enuy or exit. Unless
exempted under an applicable inernational agreement or arangement berween the Paries
assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel entering the temitory of the Host Government or
the territory of the Geographic Host Govemment, as applicable, will be required 10 comply with
Host Govemment or Geographic Host Govemment, as applicable, customs regulations.
Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel entering the United States shall be required to
comply with LS. Customs Regulations. All diplomatic clearances or other approvals required
for assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel with respect 1o the Host Government and
Geographic Host Govemment, as applicable, are the sole responsibiliy of the Parent
Govemment.

6.9.  Assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall not exercise any supervisory or
disciplinary avthority over other military or civilian personnel of the Host Party. Assigned

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Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel shall be afforded the same courtesies as IS50COoM
military members of comparable rank.

6.10. Any decorations, awards, or insignia bestowed on assigned Hellenic Republic Defense
Personne] by the Host Party shall be made in accordance with Host Party's regulations. The
Parent Party shall be notified of such awards. These awards shall net be accepted by assigned
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel without the prior written approval of the Parent Party.

6.11. The Host Party's cerfification or approval of an individual as Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel shall not bestaw diplomatic or other special privileges on that individual.

ARTICLE VI
DISCIPLINE AND REMOVAL

7.1,  Exrept as provided in paragraph 7.2. of this MOA, neither the Host Party nor the Armed
Farees of the Host Government may take disciplinary action against assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel who commits an offense under the military laws or regulations of the Host
Government or Host Party, or Geographic Host Government, as applicable. The Parent Party,
however, shail take such administrative or disciplinary action against assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel as may be appropriate under the clroumstances (o ensure compliance with this
MOA. and the Parties shall cooperate in the investigation of any offenses under the laws or
regulations of either Party.

79, The certification or approval of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel may be
withdrawn, modified, or curtailed at any time by the Host Party for any reason, including, but not
listited to, the violation of the regulations or laws of the Host Party, or the Host Government, or
the Geographic Host Government, In addition, at the request of the Host Party, the Parent
Government shall remove assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel from the territory of
the Host Government of the territory of the Geographic Host Government, as applicable. The
Host Party shall provide an explanation for its removal request, burt a disagreement between the
Parties conceming the sufficiency of the Host Party's reasons shall not be grounds (o delay the
removal of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel and the Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel’s accompanying dependents.

=4 The Parties shall immediately consult to determine the viability of the Parent Party

replacing a withdrawn Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel either to complete the withdrawn
Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel’s tour of duty or start 3 new Lour of duty.
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ARTICLE VIII
REPORTS

B.1.  Reports that assigned Hellenic Republic IJEfense Personnel may be required to make by
the Parent Party or that they wish to make conceming their duties as Hellenic Republic Defense
Personnel shall be submitted in accordance with the Parent Party’s regulations. Upon receipt of
the request by the Parent Party, individual evalpation reports of assigned Hellenic Republic
Defense Personnel shall be prepared and submited by the applicable Host Party's unit
commander or designated representative in accordance with the Host Pany’s regulations and
procedures,

8.2. In the event of injury to or death of assigned Hellenic Republic Defense Personnel, the
Host Party shall submit casvalty reponts through established channels to the Parent Party. Any
reports and investigations conducted by the Host Party concemning a casualty shall be made
available to the Parent Party. The Parent Party may request, through applicable channels, to
conduct a separate investigation.

ARTICLE IX
CLAIMS

9.1. Claims arising owt of, or in connection with, this MOA against either Pary or its
persannel shall be dealt with in accordance with the terms of Anicle V111 of the NATO Status of
Forces Agreement, dated June 19, 1951 (NATO SOFA), and any other applicable bilateral or
multilateral agreements (o which the Parties, or their Governments, are a party concerning the
status of their forces in the country of the Host Party. Civilian employees of the Parties shall be
deemed, for the purpose of Anicle VIII of the NATO SOFA, to be members of a civilian
component within the meaning of Article | of the NATO SOFA while present in the territory of
the nation of the other Party for the purpose of this MOA. Claims to which the provisions of the
NATO S0OFA or of any such other agreements do not apply shall be dealt with as follows:

9.1.1. Each Party waives all its claims, other than contractual claims, against the other
Party, and against the military members and civilian employees of the other Party, for damage o,
loss of, or desiruction of property owned or used by the waiving Party, if the damage, loss, or
destruction:

9.1.1.1. was caused by a military member or a civilian employee of the other
Party in the performance of official duties; or

9.1.1.2, arose from the use of any vehicle, vessel, or aircrafi owned and used by
the other Party, provided that the wehicle, vessel, or aircralt causing the damage, loss, or

destruction was being used for official purposes, or that the damage, loss, or destruction was
caused to the property being so used.
