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AGREEMENT
ON
MILITARY COOPERATION
BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARABIA
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PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”,

Desiring to strengthen their friendly relations through close military cooperation;

Recognizing that this Agreement as well as any agreements stemming therefrom must
be in accordance with each Party’s national and international policies as well as with
the respective national legislation in each country and shall not affect their international
obligations.

Confirming that this cooperation aims to promote international peace and stability and
is not directed against any other state or group of states;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of this Agreement the terms listed below are defined as follows:

1. “Visiting Party” means the Party that sends personnel, assets and equipment to
the territory of the Hosting Party.

2. “Hosting Party” means the Party in the territory of which the personnel, assets
and equipment of the Visiting Party are hosted.

3. “Originating Party” means the Party from which the information, documents or
materials are originating under the framework of the present Agreement. In case of
jointly produced information, documents or materials both Parties constitute the
“Originating Party”.

Article 2
Purpose

This Agreement aims to promote and support military cooperation between the Parties
within their competence, as provided by their respective national legislation and within
the framework of their available resources.

Article 3
Areas of Cooperation

Military cooperation between the Parties shall include the following:

a. Military industries and transfer of technology.
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b. Exchange of military intelligence.

c. Logistics and supply support.

d. Military education and training.

e. Military medical services.

f.  Cultural and social activities pertaining to military areas.
g. Military history.

h. Emergency and crisis management.

i.  Any other field agreed upon by the Parties.

Article 4
Forms of Cooperation
The Parties will cooperate through the following forms:

a. Exchange of information and expertise.

b. Exchange of visits between experts and specialists.
c. Organization of symposia, conferences and workshops.
Any other means agreed upon by the Parties.

In order to achieve cooperation in the specific fields stipulated in article 3,

Memoranda of Understanding (MOU), Technical Arrangements (TA) or Special
Protocols may be concluded, if necessary, within the framework of this Agreement.

Article 5
Competent Authorities

The competent authorities entrusted with the implementation of this Agreement are:

a. For the Government of the Hellenic Republic: The Ministry of National

Defense.

b. For the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia: The Ministry of

Defense.
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Article 6
Joint Military Committee

1. A “Greek - Saudi Joint Military Committee” is hereby established in order to
follow the implementation of this Agreement, consisting of an equal number of
representatives of each Party.

2. The Committee shall convene alternately in both countries, at the request of
either Party, or as needed.

3. The Committee shall submit its recommendations to the competent authorities
in both countries for approval in accordance with their respective applicable
procedures. The Committee may form special task forces comprising members from
both Parties.

Article 7
Exchange and Protection of Information

1. Each Party shall ensure the protection of classified information exchanged
during the implementation and after the termination of this Agreement.

2. Each Party shall ensure the safe exchange of classified information, project
drafts, technical specifications, and any other classified information exchanged under
this Agreement, in accordance with the Parties’ respective laws and regulations. Each
Party shall assign such classified materials and information the same level of
protection it assigns to its own classified materials and information.

3. The levels of security protection assigned to the Parties correspondences shall
be as follows:

Hellenic Republic Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
Top secret Top secret
- Very Secret
Secret Secret
Confidential -
Restricted Restricted

4. Each Party shall ensure that materials, technologies, and documents
exchanged under this Agreement are used solely for the purpose they were
exchanged.

5.  Any classified or non-classified information, document, technical data, or military
material provided under this Agreement shall not be passed to a third party without
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obtaining the prior written consent of the Originating Party, unless the Parties agree
otherwise.

Article 8
Financial Affairs

Each Party shall, within its available resources, bear its own expenses resulting from
the implementation of this Agreement, unless the Parties agree otherwise.

Article 9
Legal Issues

1. The personnel of each Party shall abide by the laws, rules and regulations of
the other Party during their stay in its territory. The Hosting Party will provide the
Visiting Party’s personnel with copies of its national laws, rules and regulations,
translated in the English language.

2. Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, the personnel of the Visiting Party shall
be subject to the criminal laws of the Hosting Party during their stay in the latter’s
territory.

3. Any Party may request waiver for the application of jurisdiction against its
personnel and the other Party will give favorable consideration to the request. The
response in such a request shall be given in a written form.

4. The Hosting Party shall inform the Visiting Party without delay for any offence
or arrest and the Visiting Party, upon request of the Hosting Party, shall provide
assistance with respect to conducting inquiries and gathering of evidence in
connection to this article. Members of the Personnel of the Visiting Party who may be
led before the courts of the Hosting Party shall be granted at least with the following
rights:

a. the trial procedures will take place as soon as possible.

b. to be informed about the charge against them in due time before the trial date.
c. toappoint a lawyer.

d. to seek the assistance of a qualified interpreter.

e. toallow a representative of the Embassy of their country to attend the trial.

5. In case of breach of military discipline by the personnel of the Visiting Party in
the territory of the Hosting Party, the Visiting Party authorities shall take proper action
pursuant to their own military laws and regulations.
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Article 10
Compensation for Damages

1. Each Party waives all claims (other than contractual claims) against the other
Party for damage to, loss of, or destruction of its property or injury or death of its
personnel caused by personnel of the other Party in performance of their official
duties.

2. Each Party shall compensate the other Party for any loss of, damage to, or
destruction of property or injury or death of personnel caused by its personnel due to
willful misconduct or gross negligence. The Parties shall agree on the manner of
determining whether the abovementioned cases are the result of willful misconduct
or gross negligence as well as on the amount of compensation.

3.  Third party claims shall be handled and litigated by the Hosting Party, which will
cover the due compensation and then, in case of responsibility of the Visiting Party,
the Parties will consult each other to reach an amicable and fair settiement.

Article 11
Relation with other agreements

This Agreement shall not affect other agreements concluded between the Parties.

Article 12
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute between the Parties arising from the interpretation or implementation of
this Agreement shall be settled amicably through consultation between them in a
manner that serves their common interests without resorting to any international court
or third party for settlement.

Article 13
Amendment

This Agreement may be amended at any time by mutual written consent of the
Parties. Such amendments shall enter into force in accordance with paragraph 1 of
Article 14.

Article 14
Validity, Duration, and Termination

1.  This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last written
notification by which the Parties inform each other through diplomatic channels about
the completion of their relevant internal procedures for its entry into force.




2. This Agreement shall be valid for five years from the date of its entry into force,
and it shall, thereafter, be automatically renewed for consecutive period (s) of one
year, unless either Party expresses to the other Party its desire to terminate it, in
writing and through diplomatic channels, at least six months prior to the termination
date.

3. The provisions of this Agreement shall continue to apply until all pending issues
have been properly settled. Moreover, article 7 shall remain in force even after the
termination of this Agreement.

Done, in Athens on 26/07/2022 corresponding to 27/12/1443h in duplicate, each in
the Arabic, Greek and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
any divergence in the interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
