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Memorandum of Understanding

On

Cooperation in the field of
Aeronautical and Maritime

Search and Rescue

Between

The Government of the Hellenic Republic
Represented by
The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic
And
The Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt
Represented by

The Ministry of Defense of the Arab Republic of Egypt
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The Government of the Hellenic Republic represented by the Ministry of
National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Arab
Republic of Egypt represented by the Ministry of Defense of the Arab Republic
of Egypt and hereinafter referred to separately as the “Party” or collectively as
the “Parties”;

Willing to enhance the friendly relationships between the two states
based on equality, common benefit and respect of the international law;

Taking into account the necessity of developing the aviation and
maritime safety in the southern and eastern Mediterranean and ensuring
expeditious and effective search and rescue (hereinafter referred to as SAR)
operations on aeronautical and maritime incidents/accidents through
cooperation based on mutual respect of respective national sovereignty, in full
conformity with the provisions of United Nations Charter and particularly the
principle of non-intervention in internal affairs of any state (Article 2.7),
complying with the applicable international law and respecting the national
legislations of the Parties;

Desiring to provide aeronautical and maritime search and rescue
services, during search and rescue operations in accordance with the
provisions of the International Civil Aviation Convention signed in Chicago in
1944 of the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and its relevant
annexes, in particular annex 12 (search and rescue), the International
Convention for the Safety of Life at sea signed in 1974 of the International
~ Maritime Organization (IMO) and its amendments thereto, the proposed
standards and practices stipulated in the annex to the International Convention
on Maritime Search and Rescue for 1979 and the amendments thereto, and the
International Aeronautical and Maritime Search and Rescue Manual (IAMSAR
Manual) which provides guidelines on common aviation and maritime
approaches related to organizing and providing search and rescue services and
to promote close cooperation between the states;

Recognizing that the provisions of this MOU shall not create any
additional obligation on the state which has conducted a SAR operation to
accept any asylum seekers on its territory;

Desiring to further strengthen amicable ties between the two states on
bases of equality, common benefit and respect of the international law;

Have agreed to implement the provisions of this MOU within the
scope of their competencies and under applicable laws and legislations
and have agreed on the following
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Article 1
TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

1 "Emergency Phase”: a generic term meaning, as the case may
be, uncertainty phase, alert phase or distress phase;

2. ”"Uncertainty Phase”: a situation wherein uncertainty exists as to
the safety of an aircraft or a vessel, and of the persons on board;

3 "Alert Phase”: a situation wherein apprehension exists as to the
safety of an aircraft or a vessel and of the persons on board usually following
the uncertainty phase;

4. "Distress Phase”: a situation wherein there is reasonable
certainty that a vessel or other craft, including an aircraft or a person, is
threatened by grave and imminent danger and requires immediate assistance;

5. "Competent Authority”: for the First Party: Piraeus Joint Rescue
Coordination Center, for the Second Party: Cairo Main Joint Rescue
Coordination Center;

6. "Search and Rescue Region” (SAR Region-SRR): an area of
defined dimensions, associated with a rescue coordination center, within which
SAR services are provided;

1 "Search”: an operation normally coordinated by a rescue
coordination center or sub center, using available personnel and facilities to
locate persons in distress;

8. "Rescue”: an operation to retrieve persons in distress, provide
them with initial medical care and other needs, and deliver them to a safe place;

9. "Search and Rescue Service”: the performance of distress
monitoring, communication, coordination and SAR functions, including provision
of medical advice, initial medical assistance or medical evacuation through the
use of public and private resources, including aircraft, vessels and other crafts
and installations;

10.  ”Rescue Coordination Center” (RCC): A unit responsible for
promoting efficient organization of SAR services and for coordination the
conduct of SAR operations within the SRR;

11 "Joint Rescue Coordination Center” (JRCC): A rescue

coordination center responsible for both aeronautical and maritime SAR
incidents that require SAR operations. The RCCs of both Parties responsible for
executing the operational aspects of this MOU are:

(a) For the Hellenic Republic: Piraeus Joint Rescue
Coordination Center;

(b) For the Arab Republic of Egypt: Cairo Joint Rescue
Coordination Center.
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12. "Search and Rescue Unit”: a unit (aerial or naval) composed of
trained personnel and provided with suitable equipment for the expeditious
conduct of SAR operations;

13. ”Aeronautical Search and Rescue”: SAR operations, within the
context of ICAQO; or any other aviation activity, in general;

14. "Maritime Search and Rescue”: SAR operations, within the
context of IMO, or any other maritime activity, in general;

Article 2
JURISDICTION

1. This MOU governs the respective responsibilities, rights and
obligations of the Parties in respect of aeronautical and maritime SAR services;

Z The Hellenic Republic is responsible for providing aeronautical
and maritime SAR services within its SAR region —SRR, which coincides with
Athinai Flight Information Region (FIR) (ATHINAI FIR/HELLAS UIR);

3. The Arab Republic of Egypt is responsible for providing
aeronautical and maritime SAR services within its SAR region-SRR, in
accordance with CAIRO Flight Information Region (FIR) (CAIRO FIR/ CAIRO
UIR);

4. The line separating the corresponding SAR regions of both
Parties, is the line that separates the relative ATHINAI and CAIRO flight
information regions approved by ICAO which links the following coordinates:
34°00N, 024°10'E, 34°00N, 027°10E, 33°30'N, 030°00E;

5. Nothing in this MoU shall prejudice the legal rights of either Party
with respect to issues related to the law of air and the law of the sea, and to the
nature and extent of coastal and flag state jurisdiction by either Party.

Article 3
NOTIFICATIONS

Requests of assistance or participation in aeronautical and/or maritime
SAR operations conducted or coordinated by either Party in each SRR
respectively, will be provided by the other Party via the respective JRCC
(between JRCC Piraeus and JRCC Cairo).
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Article 4
COORDINATION

| 5 SAR operations within the SRR of the Hellenic Republic shall be
coordinated exclusively by JRCC Piraeus, while SAR operations within the SRR
of the Arab Republic of Egypt shall be coordinated exclusively by JRCC Cairo;

2. The Parties hereby agree and authorize respective JRCCs to
make direct arrangements with each other, through their competent persons in
order to ensure the best coordination of SAR operations carried out in the
respective regions, if needed and according to the situation, in order to provide
successful assistance to persons in distress.

Article 5
ADMISSION

1. Each Party shall make effective preparations to ensure that SAR
units of the other Party are permitted to operate within the SRR of responsibility
of the other Party in order to participate in SAR operations, in conformity with
the rules and regulations of ICAO and Air Information Publications (AIP) of
Greece and Egypt. Requests for admission under this MoU shall be made
according to this article and article (4) of this MoU subsequent to request and
approval;

~. Upon request of either Party for admission to participate in SAR
operations, the JRCC of the requesting Party shall notify the JRCC of the other
Party on the number of personnel and the basic description of the Search and
Rescue Units envisaged to enter the SRR, subsequent to the approval requests
of all competent agencies;

3 The Parties authorize their respective JRCCs to grant any
necessary permission to the Search and Rescue Units of the other Party in
order to participate in SAR operations in relevant SRR, if such participation is
requested by the Party conducting the operation within its SRR.

Article 6
RESCUE UNITS

In order to facilitate the identification of Search and Rescue Units of each
Party by the Competent Authority, each JRCC shall disclose the radio call sign
and the means of communications of these Units (frequencies, channels);

5
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All search and rescue units shall have a means of communication
(transceivers) throughout the duration of the operation carried out with the
JRCC which is in charge, directly or indirectly, as the national competent
authority which provides the aeronautical and maritime SAR services in the
corresponding SRR;

All Rescue Units shall follow the applicable rules and regulations of ICAO
and IMO, relevant to each case. In particular aerial SAR Units shall follow Air
Traffic Management (ATM) procedures which are included at the relevant Air
Information Publication (AIP) of each receiving Party.

Article 7
EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION

1 The Parties shall inform each other, regularly and with due regard,
of the location of the JRCC, the Search and Rescue Units and available
equipment and its specifications, telephones and email addresses of persons in
charge, as well as the method of establishing contacts between them;

o The Parties, in case of change of the data referred to in Paragraph
1 of this Article, shall notify each other, as soon as possible, regarding such
changes.

Article 8
FUNDING

Each Party shall fund its own activities in relation to this MoU, unless
otherwise agreed by the Parties in advance, and in any event, both Parties will
not allow matters of reimbursement of costs to delay responses to persons in
distress.

Article 9
MEETING OF PARTIES' REPRESENTATIVES

The Parties agree that representatives of respective national SAR
Authorities shall meet, whenever appropriate and after bilateral coordination, in
order to develop.the cooperation and exchange information and expertise.
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Article 10
EXERCISES AND OPERATIONS PLANNING

1. The Parties hereby agree and authorize that respective JRCCs to
draw up and sign joint exercise plans in response to incidents requiring rescue,
to train the respective SAR personnel on working together with or without
Rescue Units;

2. The Parties agree and authorize that JRCCs to draw up and sign
joint operational plans and standard operating procedures (SOPs) to address all
risk incidents and other details (operational procedures, information exchanges,
SAR Units requests, communications/frequencies etc).

Article 11
CLASSIFIED MATERIAL AND INFORMATION

1. The Parties shall use the mutually exchanged information and
documents under this MoU and maintain the confidentiality of such information
without disclosing it to a third party except upon a written consent from the other
Party;

. The confidential information, documents and materials, in any
form, shall not be disclosed to a third party without the prior written consent
from the originating Party. Such confidential information, documents and
- materials shall be transferred only through governmental channels or through
mutually agreed upon channels. The Party originating the classified information,
documents and materials shall determine their classification level:

8 The Parties shall not use or disclose mutually exchanged
information and documents, in any form, under the articles of this MoU, without
a written consent from the other Party;

4. These obligations shall remain in force during the term of this MoU
and shall survive after the expiration thereof. This shall include employees of
the Parties and any of their respective affiliates involved in the implementation
of this MoU.
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Article 12
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute that may arise between the Parties as a result of the
interpretation or implementation of this MoU shall be settled amicably through
direct consultations and negotiations, without resorting to a third party or an
international or national judicial authorities.

Article 13
ENTRY INTO FORCE PROVISIONS
1. This MoU shall enter into force upon the date of the notification by

the Ministry of National Defense of the Hellenic Republic to the Ministry of
Defense of the Arab Republic of Egypt stating the completion of the relevant
internal procedures necessary for its entry into force, and shall remain valid for
three years, and shall be automatically renewed for other periods unless either
Party intends to terminate it through notifying the Other Party by a written
consent not less than three months prior to its termination date;

2. Either of the Parties has the right to request an amendment to any
of the Articles of this MoU, through a written request from the requesting Party
to the other Party, such amendment shall not be valid without a written approval
thereof. Such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with paragraph 1
of the present Article;

3. This MoU may be terminated, at any time, upon a written notice
from either Party to the other Party; such termination shall take place after three
(3) months following the date of the receipt of the termination notice;

4. In case of termination of this MoU, the projects executed
hereunder shall remain effective till the completion thereof.

Article 14
FINAL PROVISIONS

1. This MoU has been done in two original copies, each in Greek,
Arabic and English languages. All texts are equally authentic. In case of any
conflict in interpretation, the English copy shall prevail;
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2. Either Party shall submit this MoU to the competent ICAO and
IMO bodies.
