Memorandum of Understanding

Between

The Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt
And

The Government of the Republic of Cyprus
And

The Government of the Hellenic Republic

On Cooperation in the Diverse Healthcare Fields




Preamble

The Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt represented by the
Ministry of Health and Population, the Government of the Republic of Cyprus
represented by the Ministry of Health, and the Government of the Hellenic
Republic represented by the Ministry of Health, hereafter referred to as “the
three Parties”

VALUING the strategic historical and friendly relations between the
Arab Republic of Egypt, the Republic of Cyprus, and the Hellenic Republic,

DESIROUS of strengthening and translating into action the special ties
of solidarity and friendship that exist between the Arab Republic of Egypt,
the Republic of Cyprus, and the Hellenic Republic,

HAVING REGARD to the joint commitment of the three Parties to the
United Nations Sustainable Development Goals, and Universal Health
Coverage,

CONSIDERING that cooperation in the field of health is an important
factor in the development of national economies,

BEING AWARE of their regional and global responsibilities in case
of outbreaks, natural disasters, humanitarian crises, and national and
international emergencies,

RECOGNIZING the importance of providing timely and effective
healthcare assistance during humanitarian crises,

ACKNOWLEDGING the efforts made by the Arab Republic of Egypt
in order to improve the efficiency of healthcare services at different levels for
all the citizens and achieving the targets of social justice in the field of
healthcare,

DECLARING their intention to consolidate the tripartite cooperation
between them, so as to reinforce and develop mutual relations to boost the
health field and to ensure the best medical and pharmaceutical services.

The three Parties have reached the following understanding:




Paragraph 1
Objective of the Memorandum of Understanding

1. The objective of this Memorandum is to manage the relationship
between the three Parties and set mutual rules of cooperation between
them in the field of health and pharmaceutical care.

2. This Memorandum does not entail having any agency or common
project or a commercial relationship between the three Parties.

3. None of the three Parties shall have neither the right nor the authority to act
on behalf of the other two Parties nor to grant an exclusive benefit to them.

Paragraph 2
General Principles of Cooperation

The provisions of this Memorandum are, without prejudice to the
commitment of the three Parties to the provisions of their relevant national
legislations, as well as their international obligations, intended to promote
cooperation in the field of public health, medicine, nursing and medical
sciences, on the basis of reciprocity and mutual benefit, with the aim of
strengthening their health systems and contributing to improve the health
status of the citizens of the three countries.

Paragraph 3
Fields of Cooperation

The three Parties commit to mutual cooperation in the following areas:

1. Development of Health Care Systems and Application of New
Technologies: Make collaborative efforts aiming at advancing healthcare
systems and implementing cutting-edge technologies in this domain.

2. Methodologies for Planning, Implementing, and Monitoring
Healthcare Services: Joint endeavors to develop effective methodologies
for planning, executing, and overseeing healthcare services.

Exchange of Experts in Medical Specialties and Scientific Protocols:
Facilitation of exchanges involving experts, medical doctors, and healthcare
professionals specializing in various medical, nursing, and paramedical
fields. This exchange shall adhere to the latest scientific protocols, evidence-
based guidelines, and health technologies, according to the laws, relevant
legislation and followed procedures of the respective parties.

Exchange of Information and Expertise in Health Digitalization:
Collaboration focusing on sharing knowledge and expertise in
information systems and the digitalization of the healthcare sector.

Advancement of Scientific Research in Health: Collaborative
initiatives aimed at fostering advancements in scientific research
within the healthcare domain.

Orthopedics and Plastic Surgery: Fostering cooperation and joint
initiatives and visits in the fields of orthopedics and plastic surgery,
emphasizing knowledge exchange, research collaborations, and
specialized training programs in coordination with the competent
authorities of the three countries, according to the laws, relevant
legislation and followed procedures of the three Parties.

Training on Advanced Micro-Organ Transplantation:
Conducting training initiatives between the three Parties based on
advanced medical techniques on this domain in coordination with
competent authorities in the three countries, according to the laws,
relevant legislation and followed procedures of the three Parties.

Earlier Detection and Management of Cancer: Focusing on
capacity building, implementation of screening programs,
development of treatment guidelines and cancer registries, as well as
enhancing cancer treatment by establishing or expanding radiotherapy
services and improving palliative care.

Healthcare Investments: Exploration, development, implementation
and sharing of experience and best practices in health investment and
service procurement opportunities in different investment models,
including public private partnership (PPP).

Collaboration in the areas of training in public health, medical fields,
digital health, in coordination with the competent authorities of the
three countries.

Cooperation in the domain of epidemiological studies and research
related to gene therapy, stem cells, biotechnological nanotechnology, and
bioengineering.

Cooperation in the field of artificial intelligence, data analytics, and
the Internet of Medical Things (IoMT), robotic innovations and digital
transformation, across healthcare sectors.

The development and support of electronic programs related to
indicator-based and event-based surveillance systems.

Collaboration to support and advance public health initiatives and
primary healthcare systems.

Coordination and support partnerships aimed at addressing
communicable and non-communicable diseases, emerging health
emergencies, and the establishment and activation of public health
emergency centers, along with cooperation in the development of risk
assessment and early warning systems for epidemics and public health
emergencies.

Knowledge exchange in the diagnosis and treatment of cancerous
tumors, HIV, and hepatitis viruses.

Paragraph 4
Means of Cooperation

The mutual collaboration between the three Parties across the

specified domains, as delineated in the preceding Paragraph, shall be

effectuated through the following modalities:

1.

Exchange of Experts and Delegations: The three Parties commit to
facilitating the exchange of experts and delegations in the areas
outlined within this Memorandum. Additionally, the three Parties may
explore collaboration in other mutually agreed-upon fields, provided
that each Party shall bear the expenses related to the visits of its
respective experts and delegations to the territory of the other Parties.

. Facilitation of Multidisciplinary Medical Expert Exchange: There

will be concerted efforts to facilitate the cooperation and exchange of
multidisciplinary medical experts through a structured rotation
method, promoting diverse learning experiences and cross-
disciplinary collaboration.




3. Exchange of Expertise, Information, and Best Practices: There will
be a concerted effort to exchange expertise, information, and best
practices in the expansive domain of healthcare. This collaboration

aims to foster knowledge sharing and learning opportunities in the
field of health.

4. Participation in Conferences and Events: The three Parties shall
endeavor to enhance participation by their respective experts in
conferences and events hosted within the territories of any of the three
Parties. This participation aims to encourage learning, networking, and
the dissemination of valuable insights.

5. Conduct Training Courses: The three Parties commit to facilitating both
onsite and virtual training courses, fostering knowledge transfer, skill
development and scaling up experiences between professionals from the
three countries, in coordination with their competent authorities.

6. Promotion of Investment and Collaboration in Oncology
Hospitals and Centers: The three Parties will seek to encourage and
support cooperation and advances in oncology hospitals and centers-

7. Cooperation in Orthopedics and Plastic Surgery: Recognizing the
importance of advancements in orthopedic treatments and plastic surgery,
the three Parties intend to foster collaboration in these specialized medical
fields. The cooperation aims to facilitate knowledge exchange, joint
research initiatives, and training programs focusing on innovative
orthopedic procedures and plastic surgical techniques, in coordination
with the competent authorities in the three countries.

Paragraph 5
Subsequent Agreements

The three Parties can conclude subsequent detailed agreements for
any field of cooperation, in conformity with the respective applicable
national legislations of their countries, as well as with the relevant
international conventions to which they are contracting Parties.




Paragraph 6
Joint Committee

1. A Joint Committee is hereby established in which each Party is
represented by an equal number of members, with the aim to follow up
on the implementation of the provisions of this Memorandum, and to
overcome any obstacles that might arise out of it, through consultations
and the submission of recommendations to the competent authorities
of the three Parties.

2. The dates and agenda of the meetings of the Joint Committee shall be
mutually agreed upon by the three Parties.

3. The Committee's recommendations are not valid until approved by the
three ministers.

4. The implementation of activities pursuant to this Memorandum shall
be contingent upon the availability of funds allocated by the Parties.

Paragraph 7
Compliance with International Conventions

The provisions of this Memorandum do not affect the obligations
of the three Parties, arising from international conventions in force related
to matters falling in their scope, including the obligations of the Republic
of Cyprus and the Hellenic Republic arising from their membership to the
European Union.

Paragraph 8
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute regarding the implementation or interpretation of this
Memorandum shall be settled amicably between the three Parties, by
consultations or negotiations through diplomatic channels, without resorting
to any national or international court or third party for resolution.




Paragraph 9
Amendment

This Memorandum may be amended with the mutual written

consent of the three Parties. Any such amendment shall enter into force
according to the procedure described in Paragraph 10 paragraph 1 for the
entry into force of this Memorandum.

Paragraph 10
Entry into force

. This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date

of the last written notification by which the three Parties notify each
other through diplomatic channels, about the completion of their
relevant internal procedures necessary for its entry into force.

. It shall remain in force for initial period of one (1) year and may,

thereafter, be automatically renewed for successive periods of one (1)
year, unless one of the three Parties terminates it by giving to the other
two Parties, through diplomatic channels, a written notice of
termination at least three (3) months before the expiry of its initial or
any subsequent period of validity.

Termination of the Memorandum of Understanding shall not affect the
joint activities initiated by the three Parties while it was in force, unless
the three Parties agree on otherwise in writing.

Paragraph 11
Correspondence

All correspondence regarding this Memorandum shall be sent,

between the three Parties, through diplomatic means, with a copy via
email.




Paragraph 12
Confidentiality

All exchange of information between the three Parties is entirely
confidential, cannot be made available to any other party without prior
written consent of the other two parties, and is only to be used for the
reasons set out in this Memorandum.
