Being aware of the serious threat posed by terrorisin, organized crime

Use and protection of personal data

I'or the purpose of the implementation of this MoU, the terms below shall

a. personal data": any information rclating to an identified or identifiable
natural person (‘data subjcct’); an identiliable natural person is one who
can be identified, directly or indirectly, in particular by refercnce to an
identifier such as a name, an identification number, location data, an

online identificr or to one or more factors specific o the physical,

b. “processing of personal data”: any operation or set of operations which is

performed on personal data or on sets of personal data, whether or not
by automated means, such as collection, recording, organization,
structuring, storage, adaptation or alteration, retrieval, consultation, use,
disclosure by transmission, disscmination or otherwise making

available, alignment or combination, restriction, erasure.

“information”: personal and non-personal data.

d. The mutual exchange of personal data between the Competent Authorities

of the Parties shall be carried out according to the relevant respective
national legislation, observing the conditions defined by the providing
Competent Authority, without prejudice to their obligations ﬂl:isillg from
international agreements binding upon them on the protection ol natural
persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free
movement of such data. In this regard, the automatic and non automatic
processing of data must comply in p;:ll'liC-l.llal‘ with the Fo-]low-ilig

principles:

. The provided personal data shall not be used for purposes diflerent [rom

those for which the data were initially provided for, without the consent

of the providing Competent Authority.

. The submitting competent authority shall take all necessary ncasures to

ensurc that the submitted data are accurale and up-to-date. In case it is
determined that the submitted data are inaccurate, incorrect or not related
to the purpose of their processing, the competent authority that reccives

them will be immediately informed by the competent authority that
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submits them. The receiving Competent Authority shall erase

immediately this unlawfully acquired data or correct the inaccurate ones.

. Upon providing -the personal data, the providing Competent Authofity
shall inform in compliance with its national legislation the receiving
Competent Authority, of the period in which the provided data should be
destroyed, as well as of any limitations in respect of their use, deletion or
destruction, including possible resirictions on access. When the necessity
of such restrictions is established aiter the transmission of the data, the
providing Competent Authority Parties shall inform the receiving

Competent Authority at a later stage.
. The provided personal data shall be destroyed/updated if:
- the data proved to be inaccurate, or

- the providing Competent Authority announces that the data have been

collected or provided for, contiary to the law, or

- the data are no longer necessary for the purpose they have been
provided for, unless there is an explicit consént of the providing
Competent Authority to use the data provided for other purposes as
well. Both the providing and receiving Competent Authorities shall be
obliged to efliciently protect the transmitted personal data against
accidental or unauthorized access- destruction, loss, modilication,

dissemination or disclosure.

[Furthermore, in case of termination of the present MoU, the provided

personal data shall be destroyed.

5. Both the providing and receiving Competent Authorities shall be obliged
to keep records of the provision, receipl, alteration or destruction of

personal data.
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6. Upon request by the providing Competent Authority, the receiving
Competent Authority shall provide information about the use of' the
personal data and the results thus achieved. Peréonal data may only be
transmitted to a third party by the receiving Competent Authority with

the prior written consent of the providing Competent Authority.

7. Upon written request, the person whose data shall be or have been
provided shall receive information after the requesting Party’s consent on
the provided data and the purpose for which they shall be used, provided
that this is permitted by the respective national legislation of the Parlies.
If the person whose data shall or have been provided submits a request
for accessing, modifying or destroying the respective data, the receiving
Competent Authority shall take a decision in compliance with the

consent of the providing Competent Authority..

8. The Competent Authorities ol each Party when receiving a request for
provision of information from a citizen of the other Parly shall
immediately inform the Competent Authorities of the latter before

providing such information.

9. The Parties shall take all necessary measures in compliance with their
respective national legislation in order to avoid any damages to a third
party, resulting from providing, receiving or proéessing personal data as
well as to eliminate the preconditions leading to possible unlavorable

aftermath.
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Article 7

Future Cooperation

This MoU does not prevent the Parties from developing other forms
of joint cooperation taking into account the provisions of Article 1 of
this Memorandum.

Avrticle 8

Request for Cooperation in the ticld of information Exchange

Subject to the provisions of this MoU cooperation shall be
rendered upon request or initiative by either Party.

Official request for cooperation shall be made in writing,
however, in urgent cases, it may be made by any sccured means
of communication to be mutually agreed upon provided that it is
conflirmed by official request within 3 days. If any doubts
cmerge related to the authenticity or to the contents of the
request, its additional confirmation may be asked for.

Official requests for cooperation shall contain the following
information:

a. the name of the rc-q.uesling authority and the name ol the

requested one if it is known;

b. the purpose and reasons of the request;
G, a description of the cooperation requested;
d. any additional information that may properly assist in the

excecution of the request for cooperation.
Cooperation requests must be signed by the competent authority of
the requesting party.
Article 9

Refusal of Request

The requested Party may treluse, completely or partially, to
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('S ]

execute any request made in accordance with this Memorandum if
the execution of such a request may prejudice the sovereignty,
security, public order or any other national interest of its State or
may contravene the national legislation or international
obligations of its state

The request for cooperation may be refused if the act in relation
with which the request was forwarded is not punishable under the
law of the State of the requested Party.

The requested Party shall notily promptly the requesting Party of

the rcasons for the refusal.

Article 10

Execution of Request

The requested Party shall take necessary procedures to ensure
urgent and complete execution of the request. The requesting
Party shall be promptly informed of the circumstances that may
hinder or cause any delay in the exccution of the request.

The requested Party may ask for additional information as
deemed necessary to execute the 1equest.

The requested Party may, if there is a reason, postpone the
execution of the request or determine specific conditions to its
execution. If the requesting Party agrees to such conditions, it
shall abide by them. ' _

The requested Party, upon request of the requesting Party, shall
take all necéssary procedures to ensure the conﬁdeﬁtialily of the
request, its content, and attachments as well as the confidentiality
of the fact regarding the coopéralion rendered. If it is not possible
to execute a request without maintaining -conﬁdentialily, the

requested Party shall inform the requesting Party which shall
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subsequently decide whether it is acceptable to execute the
request under such conditions.
The requested Party shall at the earliest convenience inform the

requesting Party of the result of the execution of the request.

Article 11

Rules of Using Received Information and Documents

The Parties shall not permit the use or release of any
information or documents obllaincd under this Memorandum
for purposes other than those stated in the request without the
prior written consent ol the disclosing Party.

Information obtained by either Party shall not be disclosed to
any third party without the prior written consent of the other

Party.

Article 12

Expenses ol Execution

Each DParty shall bear its own cxpenses arising frorm (e
implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding, unless the

Parties agree otherwise.

Article 13
Working language
Communication between the Partics in the [ramewoik of tiis
Memorandum shall be made in each Party’s language with Lnglish

translation.
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Article 14

Meetings and Consultations

Representatives of both Parties, when necessary, may hold meetmgs

and consultations on the rmplementatlon of this MoU.

Article 15

Settlement of Disputes

Any dispule arising from the implementation of the Memorandam of

Understanding shall be settled amicably through negotiations between

the two Parties and through diplomatic channels without resorling to

any other means to resolve disputcs.

Relation with Other International Agreements

The present MoU shall not affcet issues of mutual legal assisiance in
criminal matters and extradition, being the “subject of other

international agreements.

The present MoU shall not prejudice rights or obligations of the

Parties arising from other international agreements to which they

are parlics.

Article 18

Entry into Force, t'ermination and Amendment

I. This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last
written notification, by which thé Parties inform each other, through
diplomatic channels, about the completion of the relevant internal
procedures for its entry into force.

2. This Memorandum may be amended — at any time -- with the written
consent of both Parties and the entry into force of these amendments is
subject to the same procedures in accordance with pafagraph I of this

This Memorandum shall remain in force for an indefinite period ol time,
