AGREEMENT
between
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
HELLENIC REPUBLIC
and
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
REPUBLIC OF POLAND
ON THE MUTUAL PROTECTION
OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION




The Government of the Hellenic Republic
and
the Government of the Republic of Poland
Hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

intending to ensure the protection of exchanged information which has been classified
pursuant to the national legislation of either Party and transmitted to the other Party,

Considering the need to set rules regulating the mutual protection of Classified Information
applicable to any co-operation between the Parties,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement:

1) “Classified Information” means any information, regardless of its form, which is
transmitted or generated between the Parties under the national legislation of either Party,
and which, in the interests of national security, requires protection against unauthorized
disclosure or other compromise, and is designated as such and marked appropriately,

2) “Originating Party” means the Party, as well as all individuals, legal entities or
other forms of organizations under its jurisdiction which originates and transmits
Classified Information,

3) “Receiving Party” means the Party, as well as all individuals, legal entities or other
forms of organizations under its jurisdiction which receives Classified Information,

4) “Classified Contract” means a contract, performance of which involves access to
Classified Information,

5) “Contractor” means an individual, a legal entity or other form of organization under
the national legislation of one of the Parties, authorized to conclude and perform a
Classified Contract,

6) “Principal” means an individual, a legal entity or other form of organization under
the national legislation of one of the Parties, authorized to conclude and award a Classified
Contract,

7) “Competent Security Authority” means the authority which, in compliance with
national legislation of the Parties, is responsible for the protection of Classified

Information and for the implementation of the present Agreement as defined in Article 3,
paragraph 1 of this Agreement,




8) “Personnel Security Clearance” means a document issued in accordance with the
national legislation of one of the Parties stating that an individual is authorized to access
Classified Information,

9 “Facility Security Clearance” means a document issued in accordance with the
national legislation of one of the Parties stating that a Contractor is capable to protect
Classified Information,

10)  “Need-to-Know” means a principle by which access to Classified Information may
be granted to an individual only in connection with his/her official duties or tasks.

Article 2
Security Classification Levels

1. Any Classified Information released under this Agreement shall be marked with the
appropriate security classification level in accordance with the national legislation of the
Parties.

. The security classification level may be changed or removed only by the
Originating Party. The Receiving Party shall be immediately notified in writing of every
change or removal of security classification level of previously received Classified
Information.

Article 3

Competent Security Authorities
1 The Competent Security Authorities of the Parties are:

For the Hellenic Republic

NATIONAL SECURITY AUTHORITY (NSA)
Hellenic National Defence General Staff

Joint Military Intelligence Division (JMID)

For the Republic of Poland
The Head of the Internal Security Agency




2. In order to achieve and maintain comparable standards of security, the respective
Competent Security Authorities shall, on request, provide each other with information
about the security standards, procedures and practices for protection of Classified
Information employed by the respective Party.

o The respective Competent Security Authorities can conclude implementing
arrangements to this Agreement, in accordance with their national legislation.

4. Representatives of the Competent Security Authorities may visit each other in order
to discuss the procedures for the protection of Classified Information.

Article 4
Protection of Classified Information

1. Access to Classified Information shall be limited to individuals who have a Need-
to-Know and have been authorized thereto in accordance with the national legislation of
each Party.

2 The Receiving Party shall, in accordance with its national legislation, afford a level
of security protection to received Classified Information as it is afforded to its own
Classified Information of equivalent classification level pursuant to the provisions of
Article 2, paragraph 3.

Article 5
Restrictions on Use and Disclosure

| The Receiving Party shall use Classified Information solely for the purposes for
which it has been released and within the limitations stated by or on behalf of the Originat-
ing Party.

2. The Receiving Party shall not disclose provided Classified Information to any third
party without the prior written consent of the Originating Party.

Article 6
Transmission of Classified Information
1. The primary way of transmission of Classified Information shall be diplomatic
channels.
2 Other forms of transmission, including electromagnetic means, may be used if

agreed upon by the Competent Security Authorities.
3 The Receiving Party shall confirm in writing the receipt of Classified Information.
4. The authorities competent to exchange Classified Information on the basis of other

international agreements concluded between the Parties may exchange Classified
Information directly.




Article 7
Translation and Reproduction

1. Translation of Classified Information shall be marked with the same classification
level as the original information, indicating that the translation contains Classified
Information of the Originating Party.

2. In case of reproduction of the Classified Information their original classification
level shall be reproduced or marked on each copy. The number of copies shall be limited to
that required for official use only.

= Translation and copies of Classified Information marked
ATIOPPHTO/TAJNE/SECRET and above may be done only on the basis of a written
consent of the Originating Party.

Article 8
Destruction

1. Classified Information shall be destroyed in accordance with the national
legislation of the Receiving Party in a way that prevents any possibility of their
reconstruction.

2. Classified Information marked as AIIOPPHTO/TAJNE/SECRET and above shall
not be destroyed by the Receiving Party without the written consent of the Originating

Party.

Article 9
Classified Contracts

1. Before concluding a Classified Contract with a Contractor residing in the territory
of the State of the other Party, connected with the access to information classified as
EMIIIZTEYTIKO/POUFNE/CONFIDENTIAL or above, the Principal shall apply to its
Competent Security Authority to request that the Competent Security Authority of the
other Party provides assurance that the Contractor is a holder of a Facility Security
Clearance relevant to the security classification level of the Classified Information the
Contractor is to have access to.

2. Providing assurance referred to in Paragraph 1 shall be tantamount to a guarantee
that necessary actions have been conducted in order to declare that the Contractor meets
the criteria in the scope of the protection of Classified Information defined in the national
legislation of the Party in the territory of the State of which it resides.

3. Classified Information shall not be released to the Contractor until the receipt of the
assurance referred to in Paragraph 1.

4. Every Classified Contract shall include security requirements in particular:

1) the list of types of Classified Information related to a given Classified
Contract, including their security classification levels,




2) the procedures for handling Classified Information provided to the
Contractor or generated during performance of a Classified Contract.

A Every subcontractor shall comply with the same conditions for the protection of
Classified Information as those laid down for the Contractor.

Article 10
Personnel and Facility Security Clearances

1. Each Party shall recognize the Personnel and Facility Security Clearances issued in
accordance with the national legislation of the other Party.

2 Upon request the Competent Security Authorities may assist each other in vetting
procedures in accordance with their national legislation.

Article 11
Visits

L Individuals arriving on a visit to the territory of the State of the other Party for the
purposes of this Agreement shall be allowed access to Classified Information to the
necessary extent, only after receiving a prior written permission issued by the hosting

Party.

2. The permission referred to in Paragraph 1 shall be granted exclusively to the
persons authorized to access to Classified Information pursuant to the national legislation
of the Party delegating such persons.

3. A request for visit shall be provided to the hosting Party, at least 30 working days
before the planned visit, and in urgent cases in shorter time.
4. The request referred to in paragraph 3 shall include the following information:

a) name and surname of visitor, date and place of birth, nationality, passport or
ID number,

b) position of visitor and name of the entity (s)he is representative of, or name

and closer identification of Classified Contract (s)he takes part in,

c) level and the validity date of Personnel Security Clearance of visitor,
including the highest security classification level of Classified Information involved,

d) purpose of visit, and estimated date of arrival and departure,

e) name and address of the entity to be visited.




& In case of visits related to a specific project or a particular contract it may, subject
to the approval of both Parties, be possible to establish recurring visitors lists. These lists
will be valid for an initial period not exceeding 12 months and may be extended for
another 12 months period subject to the prior approval of both Parties. Once a list has been
approved, visit arrangements may be forwarded directly between the entities involved in
respect of listed individuals.

6. Each Party shall guarantee the protection of personal data of the visitors according
to its respective national legislation.

Article 12
Breach of Security

I Breach of security is an action or an omission which is contrary to the provisions of
this Agreement or the national legislation of the Parties concerning Classified Information
protection.

2 The Competent Security Authorities shall notify each other immediately of every
breach of security or a suspicion of a breach of security concerning Classified Information
of the Originating Party or Classified Information originated as a result of cooperation
between the Parties.

3. The Competent Security Authorities shall inform each other about the outcome of
the proceedings and measures taken due to the breach and in accordance with the national
legislation of each Party.

Article 13
Costs

Each Party shall cover its own costs incurred in the course of implementing this
Agreement.

Article 14
Disputes

1. Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this Agreement shall be
solely resolved between the Parties and shall not be referred to any national or international
tribunal or third party for settlement.

0.8 Notwithstanding any dispute, the Parties will continue to fulfill their commitments
arising from this Agreement until the final settlement of the dispute.

Article 15
Final Provisions

i 8 This Agreement shall enter into force on the first day of the second month follow-
ing the receipt of the last diplomatic note by which the Parties inform each other, about the
completion of their relevant internal procedures necessary for its entry into force.




“ The present Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period of time. Each
of the Parties is entitled to terminate the Agreement in writing at any time by providing a
six month prior written notice to the other Party through diplomatic channels.

3 This Agreement may be amended by written consent of the Parties. Any such
amendment shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure set forth in paragraph 1.

4. All Classified Information, which has been exchanged in compliance with this
Agreement shall be protected under its provisions even after the termination hereof.

Done at Athens on 23 September 2021 in two originals, each in the Greek, Polish, and
English languages, all texts being equally authentic.

In case of divergence in the interpretation of this Agreement the English text shall prevail.
