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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF THE
HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF ROMANIA

ON

DEFENCE COOPERATION




The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the
Ministry of National Defence of Romania, hereinafter referred to as "the
Parties",

Reaffirming their close relations based 1%p_0n common interests
established on successful long term cooperation and friendship,

Recognizing and sharing the common vision of building strong defence,
military and strategic capabilities in both countries,

Taking into consideration the provisions of the "Agreement between the
Parties to North Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of their Forces (NATO
SOFA)", done at London, on 19 June 1951,

Having in mind the "Agreement between the Ministry of National
Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of National Defence of
Romania, on participation of the Romanian personnel in the Multinational
Peace Support Operations Training Center (MPSOTC)", signed in
Thessaloniki, on 05 June 2001,

Having in mind the "General Security Arrangement between the
Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
National Defence of Romania, concerning the protection of exchanged
classified information", signed in Bucharest, on 13 June 2003,

Having in mind the "Agreement between the Ministry of National
Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of National Defence of
Romania, regarding the cooperation in the military - medical field", signed in
Bucharest, on 15 May 2003 and in Athens, on 03 July 2003,

Having in mind the "Memorandum of Understanding between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Romania,
regarding the provision of Host Nation support for the execution of NATO
operations and exercises", signed in Bucharest, on 14 December 2006 and in
Athens, on 10 October 2006,

Having in mind the "Memorandum of Understanding between the
Ministry of Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of National
Defence of Romania, concerning the cooperation of the Ministry of Defence
of Romania with the Athens Multinational Sealift Coordination Center
(AMSCC)", signed in Athens, on 11 September 2008,

Wishing to enhance and enlarge the defence, military, strategic and
technological cooperation,

Recognizing that mutual understanding, exchange of information and
increased co-operation between their respective Ministries and Armed Forces,
including the strategic dialogue on defence issues, may enhance building of
defence industrial and military capabilities of both Parties,

Expressing their intention to defining through this Agreement the
frame, structure and organizations relating to the defence, military, strategic
and technological cooperation between the Parties,

Have agreed to the following:

Article 1




Aim
The aim of the present Agreement is to establish the legal framework
necessary for co-operation between the Parties in the defence field.

Article 2
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement:

2.1 Host Party means the Party which receives the personnel of the other
Party on the territory of his state.

2.2 Sending Party means the Party which sends personnel on the
territory of the state of the other Party.

Article 3
Scope of the Agreement

On the basis of the existing relations between the Parties, the
achievements already reached and the mutual trust and friendship built up, the
Parties agree to set up the framework and structure to enhance defence
cooperation and strengthen the capabilities of their Armed Forces in the
following fields:

a) Defence Policy;

b) Defence technology cooperation;

c) Military cooperation;

d) Strategic coordination and cooperation;

e) Participation of Romanian Navy personnel on board Hellenic
Navy ships during multinational, NATO, European Union and/or United
Nations operations;

f)  Interoperability and capabilities development;

g) CyberDefence in the military field;

h) Legal matters in the defence field,;

1)  Training of military and civilian personnel;

j)  Armed Forces organization and mobilization system;

k)  Arms control and disarmament;

1)  Military financial issues;

m) Military economic and technical — scientific activities;

n)  Geography, hydrographic and topogeodesy:;

o) Pollution control and environmental issues;

p) Military medicine;

q)  Culture, sport, recreation;

r)  Other fields of co-operation that the Parties may agree upon.

Article 4
Arrangements for Cooperation and Interaction




(1) For the guidance of the bilateral cooperation it is agreed that a
Strategic Dialogue Working Group (SDWG) shall be established, in order to
periodically discuss issues of mutual interest, as above mentioned. Each Party
shall appoint high level representatives to participate on the SDWG. The
SDWG shall meet alternatively in Romania and the Hellenic Republic, as
shall be needed. The Party which hosts the SDWG shall chair the respective
meeting.

(2) The Parties shall operate Fora, Working Groups and Arrangements
and shall engage in a wide range of activities:

a) Meeting of high level officials from both Parties.

b) Reciprocal visits and professional exchange programs.

c) Exchange of military and technological know-how and expertise.

d) Attendance at seminars, discussions and symposia.

e) Joint projects.

(3) The Parties may also undertake any other activities which in their
opinion would promote closer cooperation between the Ministry of National
Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of National Defence of
Romania, in the fields above mentioned in Article 3.

(4) It is agreed by the Parties that additional Fora, Working Groups or
other Arrangements may be set up for specific purposes, as shall be agreed
separately between the Parties.

Article 5
Implementation and Point of Contact

(1) The Parties entrust the implementation of this Agreement to their
competent authorities.

(2) The Parties may conclude follow on Memoranda of Understanding
(MOU) and Technical Arrangements (TA), in order to implement the
provisions of the present Agreement.

(3) The National Defence Policy and International Relations Directory
of the Hellenic Ministry of National Defence and the International
Cooperation in the Field of Defence Directorate of the Romanian Ministry of
National Defence are the points of contact for the implementation of the
present Agreement. Any correspondences pertinent to cooperation according
to the present Agreement will be transmitted through the points of contact via
military and diplomatic channels.

(4) A Romanian — Greek Military Joint Committee is established for the
purpose of organizing and coordinating the bilateral co-operation in the
military field.

(5) The co-presidents of the Romanian — Greek Military Joint
Committee are persons assigned by the defence ministers of the Parties and
the members are the Parties’ defence attaches, as well as other representatives
of the Parties assigned for certain topics.




(6) The Romanian — Greek military Joint Committee holds its sessions
alternatively, in Romania or in the Hellenic Republic.

(7) Any topic intended to promote the bilateral co-operation may be put
on the agenda of the Romanian — Greek military Joint Committee session,
after the prior approval of the two co-presidents.

(8) The Romanian — Greek Military Joint Committee reviews the last
year’s activities of co-operation and sets forth the Bilateral Co-operation Plan
for the next year.

(9) The Bilateral Co-operation Plan includes the activities agreed upon,
their topics, ways and dates, the location as well as the institutions responsible
for their accomplishment. The co-presidents of the Romanian — Greek
Military Joint Committee, properly authorized, sign the Bilateral Co-operation
plan.

Article 6
Security Clauses

All classified information exchanged or generated in connection with
the present Agreement shall be used, transmitted, stored, handled and/or
safeguarded in accordance with the "General Security Arrangement between
the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
National Defence of Romania, concerning the protection of exchanged
classified information", signed in Bucharest, on 13 June 2003.

Article 7
Financial aspects

(1) Each Party shall bear its own expenses concerning the activities to
be performed according to the provisions of the present Agreement, unless
otherwise agreed by the Parties and without prejudice to the provisions of the
agreements in effect between them.

(2) The Host Party shall provide domestic transportation for delegates
of the Sending Party upon their entry in the territory of the state of the host
Party.

(3) The Host Party will ensure emergency medical and dental care at the
same level as it is provided to Host Party's personnel.

Article 8
Legal Considerations

While on the territory of the Receiving Party, the status of the
representatives of the Sending Party shall be governed by the provisions of
the “Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the
Status of their Forces (NATO SOFA)", done at London, on 19 June 1951.

Article 9




Settlement of Disputes

Any disputes arising out of or in connection with the interpretation or
implementation of the present Agreement shall be solved through negotiations
between the Parties and shall not be referred to any national or international
tribunal or third Party for settlement.

Article 10
Final Provisions

(1) The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt
by either Party of the last written notification informing the other about the
completion of its relevant internal procedures.

(2) This Agreement may be amended any time, in written form, with the
mutual consent of the Parties. The entry into force of the amendments shall be
done in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1 of the present Article.

(3) The present Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time.
Either Party may notify, in written form, about its intention to terminate it.
The termination shall take effects 6 months after the receipt of the
notification.

(4) If on the date of termination, there are unresolved financial aspects
or claims, the related provisions of the present Agreement will remain in force
until their final settlement. The responsibilities and obligations of each Party
with regard to security arrangements and protection of classified information
will continue to apply notwithstanding the termination of the present
Agreement.

(5) On the date of the entry into force of the present Agreement, the
“Agreement between the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic
Republic and the Ministry of National Defence of Romania on co-operation in
the military field” signed in Athens, on 06 May 2010, will cease to be in
force.

Signed in Bucharest, on 9" of March 2018, in two original copies, each
one in Greek, Romanian and English Languages, all texts being equally
authentic. In case yr ence of interpretation, the English text will prevail.
