AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE OF THE STATE OF QATAR
ON MILITARY COOPERATION

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
Defence of the State of Qatar hereinafter referred to as the Parties:

Confirming their commitment to the Charter of the United Nations;

Adhering to the principles of mutual respect for the independence,
sovereignty, territorial integrity and non-intervention in the internal affairs of
each country;

Desiring to enhance co-operation between their Ministries of Defence and the
Armed Forces of their Countries;

Convinced that bilateral co-operation will help the Parties understand their
respective military issues and consolidate their respective Military
capabilities; :
Have agreed on the following:

ARTICLE 1

OBJECTIVES AND PRINCIPLES OF MILITARY CO-OPERATION

1. Within the scope of this Agreement, the Parties will work in
accordance with their national law and international commitments in order to
encourage, facilitate and develop bilateral cooperation in the field of defence
on a mutual basis.

2. This agreement shall not affect the Parties’ right to enter into
similar agreements with other countries.

3. Nothing in this agreement shall affect rights and obligations of
the Parties arising from similar agreements with other countries, from the
United Nations Charter, or from their membership in regional economic
integration organizations, regional arrangements or agencies, and collective
defense alliances.

ARTICLE 2
IMPLEMENTATION OF MILITARY CO-OPERATION

Consultations of the Parties' Representatives will be conducted
alternatively in Athens and DOHA, normally once a year, or as otherwise
agreed, in order to take all the necessary measures for the implementation of
this Agreement.
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ARTICLE 3
CO-OPERATION FIELDS

1. Co-operation between the Parties may include the following
areas

a. military policy;

b. military-defence industry and procurement policy that are
subordinated to the Ministries of Defence;

C. import, export and transit of armaments according to the
respective national legislation and regulations;

d. peacekeeping and humanitarian operations;

e. compliance with the international treaties on defence,
security and arms control;

f. Armed Forces organization, structure and equipment of
military units, personnel management;

g.  Military education and training;
h. military police issues;

i. environmental issues and pollution caused by military

activities;
J- military medical service;
k. military history;
I military sports;
2. Military co-operation may not be limited to the above mentioned
areas.

The Parties may explore new areas of co-operation in the mutual
interest.

3. In order to achieve cooperation in the specific fields mentioned
herein, Memorandums of Understanding or Special Cooperation Protocols
may be signed, when required, by representatives of both Parties or by
representatives of their General Staffs. The Parties shall establish specialized
working groups for the preparation of such Memorandums — Protocols.

ARTICLE 4
CO-OPERATION FORMS

Co-operation between the Parties may include the following activities:

a. meetings of the Ministers of Defence, Commanders in
Chief and other Officials authorized by the Parties; '

b. exchange of experiences between the two Parties;

C. organization and participation in training activities,
courses and exercises;

d. participation of observers in military exercises;
e. contacts between similar military institutions;
f. discussions, consultations, meetings and participation in

symposiums, conferences, courses:
g. visits of military ships, aircraft and other structures;
h. exchange of information and educational publications;

i. exchange of cultural and sporting activities:

j. any other program and activity that both Parties are
interested in and will be agreed upon.
ARTICLE 5

EXCHANGE OF ARMAMENTS

Within the scope and with reference to Article 1 of this Agreement,
mutual exchange of below stated weaponry, armaments and ammunition
shall take place and can be implemented either through direct State-to-State
.operations or through private companies authorized by the respective
Governments:

a. automatic firearms and associated ammunition;

b. medium and large-calibre weapons and associated
ammunition,

C. bombs, mines, rocket missiles, torpedoes and associated
monitoring equipment;

d. tanks and vehicles manufactured for military use;

e. aircraft and helicopters and related equipment

manufactured for military use;

f. gunpowder, explosives and propellants for military use;
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g. electronic, electro-optical and photographic systems and
equipment manufactured for military use;

h. materials for military training;

i. machines and equipment designed for manufacturing;
testing and monitoring weapons and ammunition:

j- special equipment manufactured for military use;
k. satellites;

I communication systems and communication digital
equipment;

m. electronic warfare equipment;

n. computers and technological information;
0. other weapons, tools, ammuniton and associated
equipment mutually agreed by the Parties.
ARTICLE 6

FINANCIAL MATTERS

1. The Parties will bear the costs of the implementation of this
Agreement and of any activity on the basis of reciprocity as a general
principle.

2. The Sending Party will pay the travelling expenses, salaries,
as well as accident insurance and any other allowance in accordance with
its national laws and regulations.

3. The Sending Party shall also bear the costs of local
transportation, accommodation and food, as well as the costs of the
arranged activities, unless otherwise decided by the Receiving Party.

4. Entitltement to medical assistance and relevant costs are
governed by the laws in force in the region of each Party and within the
respective means and capabilities. In particular:

a. the Receiving Party will provide emergency medical
care for the Sending Party's personnel;

b. the Sending Party will pay for medical issues in addition
to the expenses for the repatriation of its own sick personnel;

C. if properly authorized by national Authorities, the
Receiving Party will bear all costs relating to the Sending Party's personnel
in case that the Receiving Party has invited the Sending Party's personnel to
defend its region or assist in providing support in any of the military fields.
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5. The attendance of courses by military personnel and financial
and medical aspects as well as detailed implementing procedures for any
specific form of cooperation will be regulated by specific Agreements to be
concluded between the Parties in accordance with the existing laws of the
two Parties.

ARTICLE 7
OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES DURING EXCHANGE OF VISITS AND
LEGAL MATTERS
1. The personnel of the sending Party shall respect the laws,

regulations and customs of the receiving party, during their stay in the latter's
territory. In addition, such personnel shall be prohibited from executing any
activity that may affect the security and integrity of the receiving Party.

2. The personnel of the sending party shall abide by the laws of
the receiving party during their stay in the latter's territory.

3. The authorities of the sending party will take all legal measures
in case of disciplinary offences committed by its personnel by violating its
laws in any way or causing damage to the properties of the sending party.

4. The authorities of the receiving party will take all legal
measures against the personnel of the sending party in case of violation of
the laws of the receiving country in any way or causing damage to the
properties of the receiving country or any third party.

5. Any party may request waiver for the application of jurisdiction
against its personnel and the other party will give special consideration. The
response in such a request shall be given in a written form.

ARTICLE 8
COMPENSATION FOR DAMAGES

The government of the sending party will compensate for all damages
caused by any act or omission by any person or personnel of the sending
party in accordance with the rules and regulations adopted by the receiving
party.

ARTICLE 9

SECURITY OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

1. The information, documents and materials exchanged in the
framework of the co-operation established under this Agreement will be
protected in accordance with the security regulations of the State of the
Originating Party.

2. Each Party will give all classified information, documents and
materials a no lower degree of security protection than that provided by the
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Originating Party and shall take all necessary measures so that the
classification be maintained even after the termination hereof.

3. Under this Agreement:

a. “classified information” means each document or
material, specified in the following points or any document, information,
activity and any other thing to which has been assigned a degree of security
protection;

b. “classified document" means every classified information
in any form, written or printed, including data processing and tapes, maps,
photographs, pictures, designs, recordings, notes, copies made by any
means or process, magnetic or electro-magnetic recordings or videos in any
form;

C. "classified material’ means any object, or part of it
prototype, equipment, armament, produced or in course of production,
marked with a degree of security protection.

4. Information, documents and materials are considered classified
if they contain classified information reflecting the security classification
assigned; any communication, made under any circumstances and by any
means, is also considered classified information.

5. For the purposes of the exchange of classified information,
documents and materials, the Parties have adopted the following security
classification: _

6. The Parties shall ensure that any document, materials and

technologies exchanged under this Agreement shall be used only for the
purposes specified by the Sending Party within mutually agreed limits.

7. The transfer to third parties of information, documents, technical
data, defence materials and equipment, whether classified or unclassified, as
a result of the co-operation deriving from this Agreement, shall be subject to
prior written approval by the Originating Party.
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8. Third party means a State, Entity or International Organization
which is not a party to this Agreement and do not correspond to the
requirements for accession to classified information, including the principle of
need to know. The transfer of classified information between the Parties shall
be carried out only through governmental channels or channels approved hy
the relevant national Security Authorities of the two Countries.

ARTICLE 10
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Should any dispute arise in relation with the interpretation or
implementation of this Agreement, the Parties shall settle the disputes through
bilateral consultation or negotiation and, if necessary, through official
channels.

ARTICLE 11
VALIDITY, AMENDMENTS AND TERMINATION

1. This Agreement shall enter into force upon the date of exchange
of the written notes that shall notify on the completion of the necessary
internal ratification procedures by each Party and shall remain in effect until it
is terminated and all pending issues are properly settled.

2. Each Party may propose amendments, at any time, to any
provision hereof in writing. Such amendments shall enter into force when
mutually accepted in writing by both Parties. '

3. This Agreement is established to be in force for five years and
will be automatically extended for another period of five years unless a letter
of intention to terminate it is given by either Party to the other, at least six
months before termination date.

4, In case of termination, the Parties shall make every possible
effort to complete unfinished activites and shall be obliged to begin
consultations in order to settle any pending issues.

5. Anything not mentioned in this Agreement will be subject to the
National Law of the receiving party.
