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PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the. Government of the Republic of

South Africa, (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties” and in singular as a “Party”);

_ DESIRING to promote the development of economic cooperation between the two
countries, in areas of mutual interest, on the basis of equality, mutual benefit and

reciprocity;

RECOGNISING the importance of long term. measures for the successful
development of the . cooperation and the strengthening of ties between the two

countries at various levels and, in particular, at the level of their economic operators;

TAKING into account their international obligations, in particular with regard to the
Aftican Union and its Member States as well as the Partnership Agreement between
the Members of the African, Caribbean and Pacific Group of States on the one Part
and the E_uropeah Community and its Member States on the other Part and Vthe
European Community and its Member States on the other (Cotonu Agreement), and

the Agreement on Trade and Development Cooperation(TDCA) between the
Europea}n Community and South Africa; '

HEREBY AGREE 15 follows:

ARTICLE 1
INTERNATIONAL OBLIGATIONS

In applying this Agreement:

(a) the Hellenic Rﬁpublic shall respect the obligations arising from its
mémbership to the European Union and
{b) the Republic of South Africa shall respect the obligations arising ﬁom its

membership to the African Union.




.

ARTICLE2
OBJECTIVE

(1) The Parties shall make every effort to develop and strengthen eéonomic

cooperation, on as broad a basis as possible, in all fields deemed to be in their mutual

interest and benefit.

(2) The quective of this cooperation shall be aimed in particular, at:

(a) strengthening and diversifying economic links between the Parties, and
(b) encouréging cooperation between economic operators, particularly small-
and mediumn sized enterprises, with a view to promoting investment, joint

ventures, licensing agreements and other forms of cooperation.

ARTICLE 3
COMPETENT AUTHORITIES

The commipetent authorities responsible for the implementation of this Agreement shall
be : _
(a) for the Government of the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

and

' (b) for the Government of the Republic of South Africa, the Department of Trade

" and Industry.
ARTICLE 4 _
AREAS OF COOPERATION

(1) The cooperation provided for in Article 1, shall extend, in particular, to the

folIoWing sectors:

(a) Industry;

(2) The Parties shall consult with each other in order to identify the priority sectors

that form part of their cooperation, as well as new sectors of economic cooperation.

ARTICLE 5
MODES OF COOPERATION

(1) The economic cooperation provided for in this Agreement, shall be carried out,
mainly, on the basis of agreements and contracts between enterprises, organisations
and firms of the Hellenic Republic and those of the Republic of South Africa, in

accordance with the relevant legislation in the country of each Party.

(2) The Parties shall make every effort to facilitate this cooperation by creating

favourable conditions for economic cooperation, in particular, by:

ta) ldeveloping' a favourabie_ climate for investment, |

(b) facilitating the exchange of commercial and economic i_nformatiqn,

(c) facilitating the exchanges and contacts between their economic operators,
(d) facilitating the oréanisatidn of fairs, exhibitions, symposia etc. and

{e) encouraging economic activities.
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ARTICLE 6
JOINT COMMITTEE

(1) A Joint Committee is hereby established, with the aim of ensuring the

implementation of this Agreement.

(2) The Joint Committée shall be composed of an equal number of representatives of
the Parties and shall meet, at the request of either Party, alternately in each of the two
countries, at a place and time to be mutually agreed upon, through the diplomatic

channel.

' (3)' The Joint_‘Cornmittee shall review the progress made towards achieving the
objectives of this Agreement and, if necessary, formulate recommendations for its

implementation.

'ARTICLE 7 )
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any digpute between the Parties arising from the interpretation, application or
implementation of this Agreement shall be resolved amicably thfough consultation or

negotiations through the diplomatic channel.
ARTICLE 8
AMENDMENTS

(1) This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent of the Parties through an
Exchange'of Notes between the Parties through the diplomatic channel.

(2) Any amendments to this Agreement shall enter into force in accordance with the

procedure provided for in Article 9(1).
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ARTICLE9
ENTRY INTO FORCE

(1 This Agreement shall enter into force thirty (30) days after the date of receipt
- of the last of the two written notifications, by which the Parties shall inform
each other, through the diplomatic channel, of the completion of the internal
procedures required by their respective domestic law for its entry into force. '
(2) This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years and shall
thereafter be extended tacitly for successive periods of one year, unless either -
of the Parties terminates it, in writing, through the diplomatic channel, at least
~ six (6) months before the date of the expiry of ifs initial or any s'ubsequent'.
period of validity. -
(3) The termination of this Agreement shall not affect ény unfulfilled obligations .
arising from agreements and contracts concluded between economic operators

of the Parties, during its period of validity.
