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IMPLEMENTING PROTOCOL
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and
the Government of the Russian Federation
on the realization of the Agreement between the Russian Federation and
the European Community on readmission of 25 May 2006

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Russian
Federation hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”,

.. desiring to establish the necessary_conditions pravided in Article 20 of the .| .. .

| “Xgreement between the Russian Federation and the European Community on
readmission of 25 May 2006, hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”,
have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Competent authorities

1. The competent authorities responsible for the realization of the
provisions of the Agreement and of this Implementing Protocol are:

for the Hellenic Party:

central competent authority: Ministry of Public Order and Citizen
Protection, Aliens Division of the Hellenic Police Headquarters,

for the Russian Party:

central competent authority: Federal Migration Service;

competent authorities: Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation, Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation.

2. The Parties shall immediately notify each other through diplomatic
channels of any changes of the competent authorities referred to in paragraph 1
of this Article.

3. For the realization of the provisions of the Agreement and of this
Implementing Protocol the central ‘competent authorities shall directly co-
operate with each other.

4. For the realization of the provisions of this Implementing Protocol the
central competent authorities shall inform each other directly in writing through
diplomatic channels of their contact data within 30 calendar days from the date
of signing of this Implementing Protocol. S

5. The central competent authorities shall notify each other immediately in
written form about the changes in their contact data.
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Article 2
Submission of the readmission application and reply thereto

1. A readmission application, compiled pursuant to Article 7 of the
Agreement, shall be submitted by the central competent authority of the
requesting Party to the central competent authority of the requested Party in time
limits indicated in Article 11 (1) of the Agreement by post or courier.

2. A reply to the readmission application shall be sent by the central
competent authority of the requested Party to the central competent authority of
the requesting Party by post or courier and additionally by the technical means
of information transmission in time limits indicated in Article 11 (2) of the
Agreement.

Article 3
Other documents

1. If the requesting Party considers that other documents not listed in
Annexes 2 to 5 to the Agreement may be essential for establishing the
nationality of the person to be readmitted or for establishing proof of grounds
for readmission of the third country nationals and stateless persons, such
documents may be also attached to the readmission application submitted to the
requested Party. :

2. The requested Party has the right to decide whether the documents
referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article may be taken into consideration in
processing the readmission application.

Article 4
Interview

1. In case the requesting Party is unable to present any of the documents
listed in Annexes 2 and 3 to the Agreement, the requested Party shall interview
the person to be readmitted upon the request of the requesting Party indicated in
Section “D” of the readmission application.

2. The primary responsibility for the conduct of the interview with the
person to be readmitted liés on the represéntative of the central competent
authority at the diplomatic representation or consular post of the State of the
requested Party in the State of the requesting Party.

3. In case there is no such representative of the central competent
authority of the requested Party the interview shall be carried out by the
employees of the diplomatic representation or consular post of the State of the
requested Party in the State of the requesting Party.

4. The central competent authority of the requested Party shall inform the
central competent authority of the requesting Party of the results of the interview




within the shortest possible time period, but not later than within 10 calendar
days from the date of the receipt of the readmission application containing the
request for an interview.

In this case the time limits for the reply to such a readmission application
shall begin to run on the date of sending information of the interview results by
the central competent authority of the requested Party.

5. If the interview results have failed to prove that the person to be
readmitted possesses the nationality of the State of the requested Party or if such
person has not been presented for the interview, the central competent authority

..of the requested Party shall refuse the readmission. application.-containing. the. - |-~ '

request for an interview without consideration within 10 calendar days from the
date of the receipt of the readmission application containing the request for an
interview.

Article 5
Submission of the transit application and reply thereto

1. A transit application, compiled pursuant to Article 5 (1) of the
Agreement, shall be submitted by the central competent authority of the
requesting Party to the central competent authority of the requested Party by
post or courier not later than 10 working days before the planned transit.

2. A reply to the transit application shall be sent by the central competent
authority of the requested Party to the central competent authority of the
requesting Party by post or courier and additionally by technical means of
information transmission, within 5 working days from the date of the receipt of
the transit application.

Article 6
Readmission and transit procedure

1. For the purposes of readmission and transit the Parties identify the
following international border crossing points:

for the Hellenic Party: at the Athens international airport “Eleftherios
Venizelos” and at the Thessalonica international airport “Macedonia”;

for the Russian Party: at all international airports within the territory of
the Russian Federation.

2. The Parties shall immediately inform each other through diplomatic
channels of any changes of the border crossing points provided in paragraph 1 of
this Article.

3. The date, time, border crossing point and mode of the transfer of the
person to be readmitted and also the modalities of the transit shall be agreed
between the central competent authorities of the Parties in each concrete case
separately.
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4. The central competent authority of the requesting Party not later than 8
working days before the planned transfer of the person to be readmitted or
transited, informs the central competent authority of the requested Party about
the transfer modalities, specified in paragraph 3 of this Article.

5. The central competent authority of the requested Party not later than 5
working days from the date of receiving the information specified in paragraph 4
of this Article, shall notify the central competent authority of the requesting
Party of the acceptability of the transfer modalities.

6. In case the transfer modalities proposed by the central competent

_.authority of the requesting Party are not.acceptable. for.the.central-competent.- - -

authority of the requested Party, other modalities for the transfer shall be
arranged as soon as possible.

Article 7
Escorting of person to be readmitted or transited

1. In case escorts are needed for readmission or transit of the person the
central competent authority of the requesting Party shall indicate in Section ”D”
of the readmission application or in Section “D” of the transit application
compiled in accordance with the form set in Annexes 1 and 6 to the Agreement,
the first names and surnames of the members of escort, their ranks, official titles,
seniority, type, number and date of issue of their passports and professional
certificates as well as the content of their assignments.

2. In case there are any changes in the data concerning the members of
escort referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article the central competent authority
of the requesting Party shall immediately notify the central competent authority
of the requested Party of these changes.

3. The members of escort are subject to the legislation of the State of the
requested Party during their stay in the territory of that State.

4. The members of escort shall be in civilian clothes and carry valid
passports, as well as all the relevant documents confirming that readmission or
transit has been approved.

--5. The members of escort shall perform their duties unarmed and without
any other items which are not allowed or allowed with some legal restrictions in
the territory of the State of the requested Party.

6. The competent authorities of the Parties shall co-operate with each
other on all the issues related to the stay of the members of escort in the territory
of the State of the requested Party. In this case the competent authorities of the
requested Party shall provide the members of escort with any possible assistance
if necessary.
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Article 8
Costs

The readmission or transit costs incurred by the requested Party that shall
be borne by the requesting Party in accordance with Article 16 of the
Agreement, shall be reimbursed by the requesting Party in euro within 30
calendar days upon the submission of the documents proving the costs.

Article 9
...Language . .. .. . . ..o . ..

1. For the realization of the provisions of the Agreement and of this
Implementing Protocol the documents provided for in Article 3 of this
Implementing Protocol as well as in sections III and [V of the Agreement shall
be drawn up:

by the Hellenic Party — in the Greek language with translation into the
Russian or English language appended;

by the Russian Party — in the Russian language with translation into the
Greek or English language appended.

2. Unless the competent authorities of the Parties agree otherwise,
consultations between them concerning the realization of this Implementing
Protocol shall be held in the English language.

Article 10
Amendments

1. The Parties may, upon mutual consent, make amendments to this
Implementing Protocol.

2. Without prejudice to the provisions of Article | (2) and Atrticle 6 (2) of
this Implementing Protocol, any amendments to the provisions of this
Implementing Protocol shall be concluded in writing and shall enter into force
according to the Article 11 of this Implementing Protocol.

Article 11
Entry into force and termination

1. The Parties shall notify each other in writing through diplomatic
channels that their internal procedures required for the entry into force of this
Implementing Protocol have been completed.

2. This Implementing Protocol enters into force from the date of the
notification of the Joint Readmission Committee in accordance with Article 20
(2) of the Agreement about this Implementing Protocol and that both Parties
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have completed their respective internal procedures necessary for its entry into
force.

3. This Implementing Protocol shall be terminated from the date of
termination of the Agreement.
