AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF AZERBAIJAN
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF AGRICULTURE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, hereinafter referred to as the Contracting Parties,

Desiring to implement the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on Economic, Industrial and
Technological Cooperation, signed in Baku, on the 26th of July 1994,

Considering that strengthening the cooperation between the two countries in the field
of agriculture and agricultural related fields shall be of their mutual interest,

Taking into account that the Hellenic Republic, being a member state of the European
Union, is obliged to observe and to act in conformity with the European Union’s legislation,

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1

Cooperation in the field of agriculture, food industry, crop production, olives and olive
oil, tobacco, cotton, vegetable and fruit growing, viticulture and wines, seeds, animal breeding
and husbandry, fodder, plant protection and pest control, veterinary issues, post-harvest and
processing, shall be implemented through:

e Exchange of scientific and technical information and documentation;
Exchange of genetic and biological material, both from plants and animals, for scientific
purposes;

e Exchange of scientific research information and experience;
e Exchange of information on irrigation techniques, water supplying systems and modern

technologies;

e Exchange of visits of experts and consultants;
e Organization of extension and training programs, seminars, conferences, exhibitions, fairs and

meetings in either of the two countries;

Exchange of information on and experience in the field of quality standards and controls,
labeling, marketing, organic production, protection of geographical indications, agro-
environmental issues, land management and cartography;

Trilateral cooperation (with other countries, the European Union, and/or international funding
agencies) to develop market-oriented farm and sub regional projects, covering production,
post-harvesting proceeding and marketing systems;

Encouragement of joint ventures for collaboration between the cooperative and private sectors
of both countries.




Article 2

In order to ensure cooperation and continuous relations envisaged in Article 1, the
Contracting Parties hereby establish an Hellenic-Azerbaijani Joint Committee for the
promotion of the cooperation in the field of agriculture.

The “Joint Committee for cooperation in the field of agriculture” will be composed of
representatives of the Ministry of Rural Development and Food of the Hellenic Republic and
of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Azerbaijan, The Joint Committee will be
responsible for:

o facilitating the implementation of the present Agreement,
e reviewing and recording developments taking place in the interim of two of its sessions,
e examining and adopting proposals for cooperation in specific areas of the sectors of
cooperation stated in Article 1,
e setting guidelines and priorities for the implementation of the present Agreement’s
objectives to be attained until the next session,

The Joint Committee shall meet periodically and alternately in Greece and Azerbaijan,
at dates that will be arranged through diplomatic channels.

Article 3

All expenses arising from the exchange of visits of delegations and of experts and
consultants will be borne by the sending contracting Party, if not otherwise agreed. The
receiving contracting Party has to be informed about the visits one month prior to the arrival.

The Contracting Parties shall explore the possibilities to ensure the availability of
financial resources from the European Union and/or international organizations and funding
agencies.

The financial funding undertaken by the Contracting Parties will be subject to the
availability of the financial resources of both sides.

Article 4
The Ministry of Rural Development and Food of the Hellenic Republic and the

Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Azerbaijan will act as coordinating structures for
the implementation of the present Agreement.

Article 5§

The present Agreement may be amended by mutual consent. Any such amendments
shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure provided for in Article 6.
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Article 6

The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last written
notification by which the Contracting Parties inform each other, through diplomatic channels,

that their respective national requirements for the entry into force of the Agreement have been
fulfilled.

Article 7

This Agreement is concluded for a period of five (5) years and shall be automatically
renewed for successive periods of five (5) years, unless terminated, in writing, through
diplomatic channels, by either Contracting Party at least six months prior to the expiration of
its initial or any subsequent period of validity.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto by their
respective Governments, have signed this Agreement.

Done at Athens, on 16™ of June 2014, in two originals, in the Greek, Azerbaijani and
English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence of interpretation of
this Agreement, the English text shall prevail.
