Article 1 ..
Flelds of Cooperation

The Parties within the framework of their competences and in conformity with
their laws and regulations shall cooperate on exchanging experiences in the
following fields:

a) Organizational self-assessment tools, with special emphasis on the
Common Assessment Framework (CAF), as being applied in the Hellenic
Republic and in the EU countries;

b) Quality management, service delivery systems and citizen-oriented
administration;

¢) Human recourse management and training programs for civil servants;

d) Organizational restructuring of ministries, deconcentration and
decentralization;

e) Better regulation and regulatory impact analysis;

f) Administrative simplification methodologies;

g) Performance management and performance audit ;

h) E-government ;

i} Involving citizens in the public policy-making and execution processes;

j) Other relevant matters that can be mutually agreed upon.

The European Public Law Organization will be the operator of this cooperation.
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Article 2
Forms of Cooperation

Cooperation in the fields aforementioned in Article I shall be achieved through:

a. Exchange of visits at the ministerial level;

b. Exchange of visits by senior ofﬁmalsspecmhzed in public adroinistration;

Article 3 _
Coordination -

Each Party as well as the European Public Law Organization shall designate a
coordinator who shall be responsible for the effective execution of this
Memorandum of Understanding. The coordinators designated by the Parties and
the European Public Law Organization or their representatives shall elaborate an
implementation plan and propose additional actions of cooperation that can be
undertaken by both Parties, once the Memorandum of Understanding has entered
into force.

Article 4
Financing

All expenses regarding the above events will be funded by the Greek
Government-Sponsored ALEXIOS Program of the European Public Law
Organization for as long as that project is in force.

Article 5
Final Provisions

The present Memorandum of Understanding is concluded for an indefinite period
of time and shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last notification by
which a Party informs the other, through diplomatic channels, about the
completion of its relevant internal procedures.




Either Party may denounce the Memorandum of Understanding by written
notification through diplomatic channels. Denunciation shall take effect thirty (30)
days after the receipt of such notification by the other Party.

The present Memorandum of Understanding may be amended in writing upon
mutual agreement of the Parties. Such amendments shall enter into force
according to procedure prov:ded for ﬁe ﬁﬁ; paragraph of this article.
