The Contracting Parties, within the framework of this Agreement and in
accordance with their national legislation, shall promote the development and
strengthening of cooperation in the field of tourism between both states.

ARTICLE 2 o

The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to increase the tourist traffic
between their states and shall encourage the cooperation between their enterprises
and organizations operating in the field of tourism.

The Contracting Parties shall proceed to the exchange of information
concerning tourism statistics and legislation as well as research on tourism

tourism officials and professionals.
